Elvis Philly Event

® PHILADELPHIA — Simply
to see Kivis Presleyv live, in
person, is an event of such
enormous significance in the
life of any rock & roller, that
to begin to describe my feel-
ings as he strode onstage at the
Spectrum last week (R) would
require more space than I am
permitted here.

Instead, let’s stick to the mu-
sic, for it seems that Elvis, the
social phenomenon, is finally
being recognized for his artis-
tic  contribution. In recent
weeks there has been the pub-
lieation of a full-scale biog-
raphy and the airing of a 12-
heur radio documentary capped
by his first-ever personal ap-
pearance swing through the
Eastern United States.

Appropriately enough. Elvis
opened the evening with Arthur
Crudup’s “That’s All Right,
Mama,” his first release on the
Sun label back in 1951. What
followed was a healthy sam-
pling of his early RCA rock &
roll hits (“IHeartbreak HHotel,”
“Hound Dog,” et al) and a pre-
ponderance of the big ballads
he has favored throughout the
post-Army period of his career.

Actually, Elvis’ love for, and
skill at, ballad singing was evi-
dent as early as “Love Me” and
“One Night” (both of which he
included in his act). but today
he saves his real enthusiasm
for the big production numbers.

Interestingly, he forsakes most
of his recent material for that
of others which is particularly
suited to his style such as
“You've Lost That Lovin’ Feel-
in”” and “Bridge Over Trou-
bled Water.”

Why he chooses to sing “The
Impossible Dream” when his
own “If T Can Dream” has a
similar theme and is so closely
identified with his career is a
question worth asking. In all
liklihood, IElvis just plain likes
the song. Why not?

Highlight ‘Suspicious Minds’

The highlight of the perform-
ance was, for me, his biggest
smash of recent vears, “Suspi-
cious Minds,” a song that seems
psychically suited to the sing-
er. For one brief, shining mo-
ment, all the physical and
spiritual tension of yore were
present again. He is, still, the
King.

Providine support was a
huge cast of instrumentalists,
4 bevy of back-up singers made
up tor the most part of the
Stamps Quartet and the Sweet
Inspirations (who also opened
the bill with a nifty set of
sweet soul sounds). Especialiy
noteworthy was the work of
two members of Elvis’ personal

rock & roll combo, pianist
Glenn Hardin and the famed
rockabilly guitarist James
Jurton.

The name of Mimi Farina is
well known in music, while Tom
is more of a newcomer. They
met in earlyv 1970 through the
old-fushioned practice of bet-
ting. “Mimi’s sister Joan [Baez|
said that she’d give me $200 if
I would knock on Mimi’s door
dressed only in my underwear,
army boots and with the Ameri-
can {lag draped over my back.”
remarked Tom, “I was so broke
then. I'd never sav no.”

In those days Tom drifted
around the club scene in Cali-

fornia. He picked music over
graduate school. He also did
time at the Institute of Non-
Violence in Palo Alto. Mimi wag
busy writing and working at
the Committee Theater, also in
California. Since the early
’60s, he has been best known as
the sister of Joan Baez and the
wife of the late Richard
Farina. Farina was killed in a
motorcyele accident in 1966,
The memory that follows her
can sometimes turn out to be a
public nuisance. “The memory
of Richard seems to haunt most
people, but it honestly doesn’t
haunt me,” revealed Mimi.

There is much bitterness in
Tom’s voice. “That’s true. It’s
political bitterness. and T don’t
believe my attitude will change
until the war is over, all wars.
1 guess when wars are a thing
of the past, people will first
begin to take care of one an-
other. That’s my real desire.”

Mimi: “We have to pay more
attention to our souls. Life is
such a miracle, and far too
many people don’t understand
that. The miracle isn’t easy.
We must learn to deal with it
Through our musiec we deal
with it.”

For public information, Mimi
and Tom are not married. Their
first A&M album together is
“Take Heart.” Mitchell Fink

A Business of Blood, Sweat & Tears

B DOBBS FERRY, N.Y.—Late
in the summer of 1967, Steve
Katz and Al Kooper, both Blues
Project alumni, met with drum-
mer Bobby Colomby with the
idea of forming a new band

Colomby had played with art-
ists like Iric Anderson and
Odetta and was most eager to
trv and combine jazz and rock
with a dynamic brass section.
The trio quickly found another
interested individual, bassist
Jim Fielder who had been with
the Mothers of Invention and
the Buffalo Springfield. The
horn section was to be com-
prised of Fred Lipsius, Randy
Brecker, Jerry Weiss and Dick
Halligan. After Kooper’s idea
of calling the new band Blood. Sweat & Teais, they were booked
into the Café Au Go Go and later dateg followed at the now de-
funct Fillmore KEast. Internal differences resulted in Kooper,
Weiss and Brecker departing and the additon of Canadian singer
David Clavton-Thomas. The other two vacant spots were filled
by Lew Soloft and Chuck Winfield, and later trombonist and tuba
plaver Dave Bargeron also joined BS&T.

Release of their Columbia albums “Child Is Father to Man”
and “Blood. Sweat & Tears” and three singles, “You've Made Me
So Very Happy,” “Spinning Wheel” and “And When [ Die.”
earned the group five gold records by the end of 1969, Awards
followed as did the score for Rayv Stark’s film “Owl and the Pus-
sveat.” In the summer of 1970, BS&T became the first contem-
porary band to appear on a State Department cultural tour of
Iron Curtain countries. BS&T has been one of the few bands to
consistently play for free for causes such as the ACLU (in
Cleveland raising $15.000), Kent State and, most recently, for
the inmates of Chino Prison in California.

Blood, Sweat & Tears have been through numerous changes
both in personnel and management. Today their offices (Blood,
Sweat & Tears, Ltd. are located in Dobbs IFerry where many of
the band’s members are located. Fred Heller, their business di-
rector and associate. recently talked to Record World about the
new concept involved in managing the highly successful band
Hel'ler attended college in Long Island and is now finishing up
his Master’s Thesis at NYU. He has had extensive experience
in booking college concerts which is currently one of band’s con-
tinual aims in terms of audience exposure.

Record World: How have BS&T’s bookings changed over re-
cent months?

Heller: The band should be playing in different types of places.
For example, we’re looking for fair dates which is a totally dif-
ferent booking concept. The fairs are looking for voung talent
to lure voung audiences.

Record World: Wko works with yvou now in handling Blood,
Sweat & Tears’ affairs?

Heller: Ivy Liberti is the Assistant Director of Business Af-
fairs, Jim Babb is our Road Manager, Jon Cnesler and Bob Lam-
paert are the Equipment Managers and Bill Motzing is the Sound

Engineer. Roy Clair of Clair Bros. Audio provides our sound
system.

Record World: From a booking and image standpoint, do you
feel that BS&T’s Iron Curtain tour was as advantageous as it
might have been?

Can't Understand Badmouthing

Heller: T can’t understand how they got so badmouthed on
that tour. I think it was the hippest thing for a group to do.
They got ripped apart from both the right and left.

Record World: But what about the fact that there was no
BS&T being plaved on the radio for a significant amount of time?

Heller: T think quality is move important than quantity. Just
saturating the airwaves with product is a drag. If they didn’t
feel that they could make music at that time then that was the
best thing for them to do. Just the logistics of getting the nine
people together to record is difficult. We're in the studio now and
we’ll also be going in the studio in January.

Record World: How do you view this idea of total manage-
ment for the group?

Heller: Well, our advantage is that we deal right with the
group. Colleges feel very secure about talking to us for that
reason, We don’t have 10 other groups. 1 see BS&T everv week-
end. We discuss evervthing. I'm not really o« manager but more
of a coordinator of business affairs. It’s definitely not personal
management and it’s not management as the industry knows the
term. Managers make decisions for their artists and we have
nine very intelligent people who can make their own decisions.
I’s run on a democratic basis. We have weekend road meetings
where 1 give them all the facts and they make up their own
minds. They actually manage themselves. The decision to play
fairs was discussed for over a month.

Record World: What ure pros and cons of fair dates?

Fairs Family Market

Heiler: Most places we play are for the second time around.
The fair market is more of a family market. You can play the
same town vou plaved six months ago but -ou get a whole dif-
ferent group of people. The average facility size is about 10-
15,000 people and a lot of places don’t charge for admission, so
we do it for a flat fee. The places that do charge allow us a
percentage.

Record World: What are the most lucrative dates?

Heller: We like to play colleges that have 10,000-seat facilities
but we want to stay away from the municipal auditoriums. We
played Philharmonic Hall for five nights and could have made
the same money doing one 10,000-seat hall.

Record World: Are the college dates on a straight fee, too?

Heller: Tt’s a guarantee of $15.000 against 70% of the gross.
Other auditoriums are a $15,000 guarantee against 609% of the
gross. The reason for that is that usually the colleges don't have
to pay 10% to rent the hall and they’re more into breaking even.

Record World: Do you also book the opening act?

Heller: We travel with an opening act, somebody like Don
McLean, Charlie Starr, Bill Withers or Brewer & Shipley. Often
we ask the college who they would prefer or we book the open-
ing act for the whole weekend.

Record World: How are the logistics handled for traveling
with such a Jarge group and such an amount of equipment?

Heller: The group flies in separately for the first date and then
we all travel together after that. We also trv and book for
logistics. (Continued on page 42)

B Several years ago, Chuck Nessa, while in the
employ of Delmark Records in Chicago, became
very interested in the black music of the Asso-
ciation for the Advancement of Creative Music,
¢ which then included (and still includes) Rich-
ard Abrams, Steve McCall, Joseph Jarman,
Lester Bowie, Jodie Christian, Roscoe Mitchel
and others. He signed Abrams, Jarman and

Michael Cuscuna Mitchell to the label and produced the first
discs by Mitchell and Jarman on Delmark.

Soon after. he created Nessa Records. His first release was
“Lester Bowie One and Two.” with Bowie on trumpet, Jarman
and Roscoe JAitchell on reeds and Malachi Favors on bass. His
second release featured the same personnel under Roscoe Mit-
chell’s name. From 3itchell’s Delmark album through the two
albums on Nessa, a unique music had been developing. Musicians
with versatile ability and diverse taste were creating a totally
improvisationa]l musie that drew from all their roots and intelli-
gence and ability and empathy with one another.

So Jarman. Favors. Mitchell and Bowie joined together to
create a working group called the Art Ensemble of Chicago.
Theyv established themselves in France, where they recorded
three albums for BYG and a film soundtrack album for Pathé-
Marconi entitled “Les Stances a Sophie.” That soundtrack is now
available in this country on the Nessa label. It features drummeyr
Don Move and r & b singer Fontella Bass as guest artist. The
music ranges from funk to theater song to free improvisation.
And it is 2 masterpiece.

Loyvola Radio
Conference a Success

By GARY K. COHEN

B The two-day College Radio
Caonference at Loyola Univer-
sitv in Chicago Nov. 8 and 7
was unique in that 1) it was
a success because of large at-
tendance from college and uni-
versity stations in the area;
2) attendance by local and na-
tional record company promo-
tieon men and salesmen was
greater than any other region-
al conference; 3) station rep-

resentatives and record and
commercial radio people com-
municated with each other;

and 1) there was a fruitful ex-
change of ideas concerning the
value and future of college
radio.

The conference was attended
by over 200 delegates from
over 40 schools in Ohic, Penn-
sylvania, Michigan, Indiana,
Wisconsin, Iowa, Illineis and
Tennessee. Record companies
represented were: A&M, Atlan-
tie, Ilektra. RCA, Epic, United
Artists, Polvdor, MCA, Fampus
Music. Enterprise, Buddah and
London.

The first session on Saturdayv
morning included representa-
tives from WCFL & WSDM in
Chicago, Cornell College in Io-
wa, Loyvola University in Chi-

cago and Northwestern Uni-
versity in Illinois. While the
topic of the panel basically

dealt with music programming,
delegates spent more than half
of the time discussing news
and public affairs programm-
ing into their formats while
avoiding audience tune-outs.
Some stated that thev used mu-

Mendes Haunting at Philharmonic

@ NEW YORK — Is Philhar-
monic Hall haunted? For the
first time in this reviewer’s
memory an artist’s performance
was reviewed recently as “psy-
chic.”

Energy, Staging Brighten ‘Godspell

B HOLLYWOOD—"Godspell,”
a musical based upon the Gos-
pel According to St. Matthew,
John-Michael Tebelak and Ste-
phen Schwartz, opened at the
Mark Taper Forum in the Los
Angeles Music Center last week
(4) for a five-week run. “God-
spe'l’” is a media outlet for a
kind of religious renaissance
currently invading this country
and its impact will mostly be,
in a historical (theatrical),
sense, fashionable.

There are two strong features
in this production of *“God-
spell.” One is the incredible
energy level utilized by all 10
members of the cast. The other
is some enjovable staging (Nina
Faso staged this production
while Tebelak conceived and
directed the original) coupled
with some often enjovable mu-
sic. But the script is nil and
the production values solely ac-
count for anvthing resembling
excitement.,

Six of the 10 c¢ast members
attended Carnegie Tech where
“Godspell” was originally pro-
duced as a Master’s Thesis and
later hit the big time. Timing,
the all-important ingredient in
show business, is as a part of
“Godspell” as anyvthing else. It
came along and capitalized on
the Jesus movement just as
“Bye Bye Birdie” did on Elvis
and “Hair” did on being hip.

For the record, the 10 play-
ers are marvelous and it would
be nice to see all of them in
something that demanded more
than mostly pizzazz. Robin La
mont is a standout in both her
interpretation of “Day By Day”
and a fabulous impression of
Shirley Temple. Peggyv Gordon
is sensitive and delightful in a
song she co-wrote with anothew

Tech alum. Jav Hamburger.
The song is “Bv My Side” and
is clearly as good, if not bet.

But the
crux of her set, and her strong
suit, are her blues interpreta-
tions. They included, on this oc-
casion, two by Sippi Wallace
and the classic *“Rollin’ and
Tumblin’.” Her own “Blender
Blues” is a fine example of the
use of double-entendre in music
and good clean fun besides.
The release of Bonnie Raitt’s
first album for Warner Bros. is
imminent. With her clear, ex-
pressive voice and adept selec-
tion of material, it can’t help
but find itself a wide audience.

The music of the Art Ensemble of Chicago is truly beyond
words. I strongly suggest you pick up on Roscoe Mitchell's
Delmark album, the three albums on Nessa Records and the
three on BYG. Delmark Records is at 7 West Grand Ave., Chicago.
Nessa Records is at P.O. Box 2525, Madison, Wisc. 53701. The
BYG records are imported into the states by Sam Goody’s in
New York.

Gunter Hampel is an outstanding German vibist and bass
clarinetist who has appeared only infrequently in the states.
In 1966, he did his first album as a leader for ESP-Disk. Later,
he recorded one for MPS-Saba in West Germany.

Jut he was frustrated with the difficulty involved with getting
record contracts and proper treatment, so he created his own
Birth Records, which deals mainly in international mail order.
The first Birth release in 1969 eventually was released on Flying
Dutchman Records. It is called “The 8th of Julv” and features
singer Jeanne Lee and Anthony Braxton as well as Hampel.

But Gunter has continued with his own operation. Birth 002,
entitled “Dances,” is an album of solo performances by Hampel
on vibes, flute, basg clarinet and piano. “Espace” (Birth 006)
features Hampel on all his instruments in duet with Flamenco
guitarist Boulou Ferre. “People Symphony” (Birth 005). is a
real tour de force, recorded at the Frankfurt Festival with
Hampel's seven-piece group and singer Jeanne Lee.

Hampel’s own Birth discs are available by writing to Birth at
34 Gottingen, Ph. Reis Str, 10, West Germany.

Mercury Records is re-releasing nine jazz albums by Cannon-
ball Adderley, Clifford Brown, Rahsaan Roland Kirk, Dinah Wash-
ington and others in light of the renewed interest in jazz and
the tastes of the new generation of listeners.

I hope this is just a beginning for the larger firms like Mercury,
United Artists-Blue Note, Columbia, Atlantic, etc., to reissue the
many wonderful modern jazz records of the past two decades,
which are now out of print.

Even more important, companies like Blue Note should release
what is still sitting in the can. For example, Blue Note has
unreleased albums by Wayne Shorter, Andrew Hill, Sam Rivers,
Dewey Redman, Ornette Coleman, Cecil Taylor, Jackie MclLean,
Bobby Hutcherson, Chick Corea and many, many others. There
is some beautiful music just sitting there. Just sitting there
unheard.

Nick Acerenza, Music Director
of WCFL in Chicago, explain
his station’s programming pol-
icy, and then answer questions
about that policy from the au-
dience. But the main difference
between college and commenr-
cial stations is that colleges
have a select, well-defined au-
dience, and a commercial sta-
tion usually appeals to a mass
audience. This principal differ-
ence came up again and again
throughout the conference.

McLean Interviewed

After a buffet lunch, UA re-
cording artist Don McLean was
interviewed by a WLUC staff
member; the interview was re-
corded by UA who will hope-
fully distribute the interview
to all college stations. In be-
tween questions, MclLean per-
formed songs from his first al-
bum, “Tapestry,” and from his
latest, “American Pie.”

The interview was followed
by a panel including Morgan
Tell, formerly Program Direc-
tor of WGLD-FM in Chicago,
and Randy Morrison from
WDAI-FM, also in Chicago.
Morgan felt that FM radio was
not dying, but that it was
changing, and that college ra-
dio should make the best of
the opportunities presented to
it. He was sorry to see free
form radio change to other
forms, but “since most of free
form had its origins in schlock
radio, radio is better off now
than it was.” Morrison dis-
agreed, saying that ‘“changes
being made at commercial FM
stations are changes for the
better. Even with the changes,
radio here is superior to radio
in Kurope.” He also questioned
the entire free-form approach,
sayving “most jocks are so busy
they don’t have time to listen to
themselves” and that “anyone
proud of his musical program-
ming taste is a shob.”

The discussion continued
with supporters of both posi-
tions from college radio (along
with A&M’s Shawn Phillips,
who happened to be at the
session) arguing both sides of
the question. No concensus was
reached, with the two sides di-
vided on the issues.

The first Sunday morning
session was devoted to the rec-
ord industry and the problems
of college radio vis-a-vis the
industry. Bob Brownstein of
Elektra summed up the feel-
ings of most promotion men
present in asking for feedback
from stations, Most stations
don’t pick up the phone to in-
form promotion people of when
records arrive, if they were

damaged or what response the
album is getting (including
which cuts are programmed)
It was at this session that col-
lege people were surprisingly
gilent, without making com-
ments about service or prod-
uct,

College stations were en-
couraged to drop the number-
ing systems on their surveys
and playlists, and simply re-
port what new product is being
reported. They were also en-
couraged to work with local
record shops to get them to
stock new product, and to help
record companies in exposing
new product. But companies
were reminded that local retail
prices are often high, and that
students often go elsewhere (to
discount centers) to buy their
records. Most promotion men
were pleased with the gener-
ally positive reaction stations
had to what they said.

The final session was devoted
primarily to commercial sta-
tion people explaining their po-
sitions, with college people
challenging them when they
either disagreed or didn’t think
a commercial station format
would work. Lee Davis of
WMAQ, an MOR station in
Chicago, spoke on the need for
MOR radio, but also spoke for
“the need of understanding
vour audience and program-
ming what they want to hear.”
He feelg that a broadcasting
frequency should be used for
“humanity” or anything that
is worthwhile—“Radio should
be informing, educational and
fun.” Furthermore, he contin-
ued, if you don’t have any lis-
teners, you can’t really knock
another station. Lee then took
questions from the audience,
and reminded stations that
there is a difference between
college station programming
and MOR, but that the ap-
proach used was similar. He
invited representatives to visit
his station,

Although the schedule was
not followed closely throughout
the conference, all scheduled
events were held. Reaction to
the conference was positive
from all sides, proving that the
best college radio conference

is one run by college radio
people themselves,

B HOLLYWOOD—In a recent
interview, former Capitol A&R
VP Artie Mogull told me to
watch out for Helen Reddy, that
she would soon become one of
tke roster’s heavies. Now, with
reports out that there is as
much money backing promotion
of her new album as the new
Grand Funk Railroad, it seems
that this has come true. Helen
Reddy has definitely arrived
with her third single, “No Sad

Song” by Carole King and
Toni Stern, in imminent re-

lease, and a second album just
shipped.

To discuss Helen Reddy,
however, is to discuss her
amazing relationship with her
husband and manager, Jefl
Wald. It is Wald’s belief and
strength that ultimately helped
Miss Reddy’s recognition in an
industry that wasn’t eager to
welcome “another chick sing-
er.” Wald personally helped to
break “I Don’t Know How To
Love Him” when WDRC in
Hartford, Conn., began playing
the acetate. Wald called their
request line, long distance, 48
times to request the record
Capitol was then told by the
station that the record was get-
ting hot and product soon fol-
lowed to back up the airplay.

Helen Reddy was born in
Australia where her family fo-
cused in on show business. Her
father was a comic and pro-
duced his own show which
travelled around various smuall
towns.

One
night she was given a surprise
birthday party by some friends,
and Wald and his friend Elliot
Roberts (both were working at
the William Morris office in the
mail room and later as secre-
taries) crashed the party. She
and Wald eventually married.

It was during the early pe-
riod of their relationship that
every major label turned down
the chance to record her. Wald
wanted to get her on the “To-
night” show but couldn’t until
Flip Wilson, an old friend, guest-
hosted and did Wald the favor
of allowing her to appear. The
results were impressive. An-
other believer. Artie Mogull,
loaned them the monev to go
to New York for the appear-
ance. In July of last year,
Mogull made a deal for her at
Capitol and then came the prob-
lem of a producer. No one
wanted to work with her (she
even wrote a letter to Paul Mec-
Cartney) until they happened

upon Larry Marks whose previ- |

ous credits included the Byvrds,
the Flving Rurrito Brothers,
l.ee Michaels and Liza Minnelli.

Marks a Natural

Eventually she would
like to work towards putting
out an album of just her own
songs, having co-written with
Ray Burton “Best Friend” and
“l Am a Woman” for the first
album. Her songs are published
by Buggerlugs Music, a BMI
affiliate.

For the same rea-
son, he encourages the develop-
ment of “Best Of”’ series in the
classical field and acknowledges
the importance of attractive
graphic design in the selling
of classical product.

In a related aspect of the
general problem, Stratta feels
that classical music in live per-
formance might be more inter-

esting visually. He admires
young artists such as Lorin
Hollander and Peter Serkin

who have endeavored to bring
the classics to their peers. The
advent of widespread Cable TV,
he believes, should provide an

appropriate medium for the
more general acceptance of

classical music.

‘Resurgence of Romanticism’

With what he terms the
“resurgence of romanticisn” of
the 1970s, Stratta sees a trend
towards the classics which,
after all, contain “the best
melodies ever written.” Still, he
emphasizes that classicists
should not ignore contempo-
rary pop music. The classics,
he reminds, often made use of
the “folk” melodies of their
day.

Signed with Anipex as a con-
ductor, Stratta is planning an-
other classical album with a
concept for his next release.
