Payola Rampant in Industry, 
Jack Anderson Charges 
N WASHINGTON, D.C.-Jack 
Anderson, perhaps today's most 
important political columnist, 
charged the record industry 
last week with continuing pay- 
ola. His column, which ran in 
papers across the country Fri- 
day (31) , went as follows: 

"We have uncovered evidence 
of a new payola scandal in the 
billion -dollar record industry. 
Disc jockeys and program di- 
rectors across the country are 
provided with free vacations, 
prostitutes, cash and cars as 
payoffs for song -plugging. 

"Some big-time disc jockeys 
have run up thousands of dol- 
lars in bills at Las Vegas pleas- 

ure houses, all on the expense 
accounts of record companies. 

"More than a dozen years 
ago, the nation was shocked by 
payola scandals. Congressional 
hearings revealed in sordid de- 
tail how record companies ma- 
nipulated public tastes by 
bribing disc jockeys to boost 
selected records. As a result 
of the hearings, payola became 
a serious Federal crime. 

"Yet our investigation shows 
that payola is back, with only 
the techniques slightly changed. 
The new payola focuses on the 
'Top 40' lists, which can make 
a hit or consign a record to

RIAA Comment 
On Anderson Column 

NEW YORK - Stanley M. 
Gortikov, newly -elected Presi- 
dent of RIAA, issued the follow- 
ing comment last week on the 
nationally -syndicated column by 
Jack Anderson charging payola 
in the recording and radio in- 
dustries: 

"An as individual and as new 
president of the RIAA, I am 
flatly and strongly opposed to 
payola in any form. I deplore 
payola for both moral and busi- 
ness reasons-it is commercial 
suicide. 

"Reported instances of payola 
do not in my judgment reflect 
the true broad profile of the re- 
cording industry, which encom- 
passes so many highly respon- 
sible companies and people. But 
there are undoubtedly some sin- 
gle 'bad apples' among us, as 
there are in many businesses. 
If so, their bad practices must 
be cleaned out. 

"Therefore, I am urging the 
presidents of the 54 recording 
companies which comprise our 
Association to initiate prompt 
investigations and actions with- 
in their organizations to halt 
any offenses that might be pre- 
vailing without their knowledge 
and consent. 

"This industry is, of course, 
broader than our Association's 
membership. It also includes 
hundreds of independent pro- 
ducers, radio promotion special- 
ists and distributors. I also pub- 

licly urge them all to inaugurate 
individual self-examinations and 
to clean house where necessary. 

"Moreover, I have offered the 
cooperation of the RIAA to offi- 
cials of the Federal Communica- 
tions Commission and the Na- 
tion Association of Broadcast- 
ers. 

"Our industry produces re- 
cordings that bring culture, edu- 
cation and entertainment to 
millions of people around the 
world. We do not need to engage 
in unsavory promotional prac- 
tices. We must not tolerate 
them. I am confident that the 
vast majority of responsible 
companies and people in this in- 
dustry will join with me in an 
aggressive program of industry 
self-improvement, wherever it 
may be necessary."

Mervyn Conn: 

Country Music in the United Kingdom 
In addition to being Britain's first country music promoter, 

Mervyn Conn has enjoyed great success in many other fields of live 
entertainment over several years and more recently with his own 
record label, Carnaby Records. The following interview with Conn 
was recently conducted in London.) 

Record World: You are widely believed to be Britain's only 
country music impressario. Are you aware of any competition at 
all in this field? 

Conn: Yes. I think that competition exists in the country music 
industry, but I don't think any other organization puts so much 
entity and promotion behind the country music field as our organ- 
ization does. 

RW: However, are you aware of any competition, even on a far 
lower scale? 

Conn: Yes, I am, of course. I'm aware of opposition but opposi- 
tion is something which I feel is necessary and important because 
it keeps one on one's toes. Because if you haven't got competition, 
you're never really looking for something new to do. If you have 
the whole field wide open to yourself, you don't come up with 
many fresh ideas I think we make our own competition within 
our own organization as well. 

RW: Is it true to say that the Wembley concert is the largest, 
if not the only, country music festival in Britain today? 

Conn: Well, it's not just the only one in Great Britain but I 
should say it's the only one of its type in the world. There is no 
other in the United Kingdom, Europe, Australasia, Japan or any 
other territories where country music is popular. They do have 
big country music events in the United States, the home of coun- 
try music. But there is something now that the United States 
have even copied from us here in the UK with an event they have 
got going to Nashville where they have copied our idea of stands 
and exhibitions. 

RW: What first inspired you to become involved in country 
music ? 

Conn: Well, it goes back to around about 1964 when I was on a 
trip to North America. There was an act appearing at that time 
in the command performance in Canada when the Queen was 
doing a tour of Canada and I read this about this act. I phoned 
up the manager concerned and said that I would like to represent 
the act in the United Kingdom because they had made an impact 
in the press there, as well as in the UK. He said, well it would 
be a good idea whilst I was in America to come up and see him. 
I flew up to Toronto, saw the act and whilst I was there I was 
interviewed on television, and after the television program, I had 
a phone call at my hotel from Sol Holiffe, Johnny Cash's manager, 
asking me if I would be interested in bringing Johnny Cash over 
to Europe. I said, "Yes, why not." I came back to England and 
subsequently we set up a tour for Johnny Cash, his first, back 
in 1965. And that's really my introduction to country music, this 
first Johnny Cash tour. 

RW: Did you see yourself ever becoming as deeply involved 
in country as you are now? 

Conn: At that time no. I really didn't know much about country 
music, but I did like dealing with the people involved. I'm not a 
great addict of any type of music. I felt the music had a great 
deal of charm and sincerity about it. That's what took me to 
country music. I found that on the business side they were very 
loyal and always kept their word, which on other aspects of our 
industry is not always the case. 

RW: What opportunities can you see for British country artists 
and in fact artists of all nationalities in England? 

Conn: All nationalities, I should say it's only relevant in Eng- 
lish speaking countries, so it can only derive from talent thrown 
up from English speaking countries. But I can say there will be a 
big influx more from the UK and it is happening now. There are 

more country artists in the United Kingdom. There's some big 
country artists in Australia, New Zealand. There are country 
artists in all nations but the type of field of country music that 
we're dealing in, in the commercial vein, I can see that here. 
Talking about the English market, it will have to be with country 
artists on the broader scope, more all-round entertainers. I'm 
sure they will break eventually. We are launching a segment of 
our record company called Carnaby Country where we will go for 
British artists making singles and full price albums and getting 
this product on to the American market. I am also spending some 
money on these people, on the recordings and giving them ade- 
quate facilities where we can expose their talent in recording, 
performing and writing. I think this will emerge in the next 
couple of years. It is a big project of mine that I have on hand 
and I am sure that it will work. I'm sure we'll have an English 
artist of great international standing within this period. 

RW: There is no doubt that over the past few years more radio 
and TV air -time has been allocated to country music, but is the 
position now totally satisfactory? 

Conn: Well it's much better than it was. Of course I'm still 
not happy with the position. I feel that the position could even 
get better than it is at the moment. Even looking back to four 
years ago when there was just 30 minutes of Country music 
throughout the whole of the United Kingdom. We now have two 
60 -minute radio programs and a television series. We have the 
Wembley shows taped for two 45 minute specials so we have had 
at least a 400 per cent increase in air time. At Wembley this year, 
two 45 -minute television shows are going out plus four radio 
shows. As Chairman of the Country. Music Association here I am 
organizing a deputation to the BBC to see if we can get a pro- 
gram with 30 minutes needle time for country music. A pure 
record program on country music which I feel we need, this 
would be a great forward step. We are making an official deputa- 
tion to Muggeridge and hope that the BBC will give us 30 minutes 
needle time on pure country records, and also to try and alter 
the format of existing radio shows. I'd like to get rid of "H'yar 
y'all" and "See y'all down." This should really be disposed of. 

RW: A hard core of country enthusiasts exists here today, but 
do you believe the music will ever appeal to the more general 
public? 

Conn: I do, yes. Because I think I've proved my point as far 
as promotion is concerned. I mean, to fill Wembley for two days 
is a hell of a feat. There are two million country fans in the 
United Kingdom. It has the next biggest popularity to pop music 
and that's ahead of jazz and the classics, which isn't too bad. 

RW: What makes country music tick? Is it in your opinion 
mainly the composers, performers, publishers, promoters or rec- 
ord distributors? 

Conn: I think it's the fans basically, the loyalty of the public. 
That's the basis of the Country Music industry. The promoter can 
only promote what the public wants to see. If he plays to empty 
theatres, he's not promoting the right thing. The record com- 
panies - some do help but some really are a waste of time; 
publishers, some, once again, do help. I feel it's much better than 
it was. In the last couple of years the support from record com- 
panies and publishers has increaed. I think they have realized 
now that many American record companies have a wealth of 
product which has found another market here in Europe, and 
have realized the value in getting pop recordings from country 
songs. We all know about Tom Jones, Engelbert Humperdinck 
and various other artists who have had smash country hit singles. 

RW: Which artist has had the great influence on our local 
talent working in this field? 

Conn: Well, of course I must say, it must be Johnny Cash, 
with a question of doubt. (to be continued next week) 
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But Record World wasn't the only one to 
pickup on R.E.O. 

Cash Box, Billboard and Bill Gavin all 
picked the single. 

And Cash Box said,"R.E.O. Speedwagon 
features a drummer who wears leather gloves, a 
lead singer who's barefoot, and a guitarist who can 
do everything with his instrument short of making 
it stand up on its hind feet and say `howdy.' The 

group gets a big sound going, keeps the dancers off 
their butts, and should be monstrous." 

In other words everyone's getting behind R.E.O. 
Speedwagon and their new single. 

"157 Riverside Avenue." It's outrageous rock 
and roll. And it's going to wake everyone up.

Isaac Hayes was the last 
performer of the night. When 
the house lights came up, the 
place was half empty. A shock- 
ing indictment, considering all 
the Isaac Hayes' in the world 
pay our salaries. Not only does 
it show complete disrespect, a 
fault sometimes tolerated, but 
what's worse is displaying a 
lack of interest in music, con- 
ventions, records and the sys- 
tem. 

This doesn't happen at a 
Hamilton Radio Clinic. When 
the final bell sounds, no one 
runs to catch a plane. A few 
race for the bar. That's under- 
standable. Most head for the 
private rooms for more talk, 
and that kind of communica- 
tion and the reaction to it is 
what Hamilton's scene is all 
about. 

The Bob Hamilton Radio Re- 
port, now in existence for two 
years, held its seventh clinic 
in Philadelphia (24, 25) with 
"In the Beginning-Back To the 
Basics" as its theme. The clinic 
attracts the young people of the 
record business and young 
radio people. The only two ma- 
jor label presidents in attend- 
ance were Elektra's Jac Holz- 
man and Buddah's Neil Bogart. 
Young again. There was no 
such thing as "he's a presi- 
dent," "you're a promotion 
man." Every one was equal. If 
you had anything positive to 
say, you got up, said your 
piece, sat down and listened. 

They listened to speakers like 
FCC Commissioner Nicholas 
Johnson, who told them he was 
down on the Commission, down 
on Nixon's administration and 
down on bacon and eggs. He 
talked about ignorance as 
power and posed a question to 
the audience, "What would you 
program if you had your 
choice?" Buz Bennett, former 
PD at San Diego's KCBQ, an- 
swered meekly, "more informa- 
tion about drugs." A quick bat- 
tle of wits with Johnson the 
clear cut winner But in all 
fairness, radio people, trained 
as they are in talking, are no 
match for aspiring politicians. 

You see, Buzzy, that's not the 
answer. Surely drug informa- 
tion has a major place on the 
airwaves, but mare of it may 
mean even tighter playlists and 
eventually less and less music. 
That's the problem. Less music 
means less exposure of new art- 
ists. Ratings are the name of 
the game, so AM radio with all 
its power chooses to play it 
close to the vest. Hits, commer- 

.. and Reaction 
cials, time and weather. But, 
with its faults, or misuse of 
power, top 40 is just as capable 
of making Neil Young number 
one as they are capable of mak- 
ing Donny Osmond number one. 
The so-called quality artist 
should have as much chance for 
the top 10 as any and all for- 
mula records. 

In essence, that's what Gra- 
ham Nash, addressing the 
clinic, was trying to say. Un- 
fortunately, he got wrapped up 
in a debate with a PD, and 
wound up on the short end, 
proving that a sensitive mu- 
sician is no match in a verbal 
clash for a PD who gets paid 
to talk. 

Since this was Philly, and 
we're talking of basics, it was 
altogether fitting hearing from 
Dick Clark. A collection of old 
kinescopes of "American Band- 
stand" preceded Clark's candid 
and personal discussion. If 
anyone had any misgivings 
about Philadelphia rock and 
roll in the late '50s, the scene 
that surrounded "Bandstand," 
and the Congressional hearings 
regarding payola, everyone's 
favorite all-American boy put 
their minds at ease. 

Other artists like Mike Ne- 
smith and Cannonball Adderley 
were there as guest speakers. 
Adderley spoke of merchandis- 
ing the artist, not the product. 
He pushed for more exposure 
of new artists, then proceeded 
to break up the clinic with 
laughter when he made the 
statement, "They call it top 40, 
but they only play 30." 

KYA Program Director Ju- 
lian Breen, a picture of in- 
congruity if there ever was one, 
feels that more qualitative re- 
search of the rating system is 
needed, yet he bases his top 10 
on the existing rating services 
that he obviously doesn't be- 
lieve. He epitomizes the PD as 
a UNIVAC machine, only plays 
oldies no further back than 
1967, because he believes that a 
great oldie loses popularity as 
the years go by. Unfortunately, 
no publishers were present to 
argue the point. 

What's to be made of all this? 
Programmers are frightened to 
move in other directions be- 
cause station managers and 
owners exist. Ratings, remem- 
ber? But there wasn't a station 
manager in sight. They're des- 
perately needed at these clinics, 
but if they were present, would 
programmers out of fear re- 
main mute? Jac and Neil should 
be applauded, partly because of 
their presence, but mostly be- 
cause of the contributions they 
made. Other label presidents

should have been there. If a 
label president has to depend 
on one of his emissaries for a 
Monday morning report, (a) 
he's getting the information 
second hand, and (b) the emis- 
sary is busy concentrating on 
the report and not on the posi- 
tive information going on 
around him. Equality, remem- 
ber? 

Of course, the biggest ap- 
plause should go to Bob Hamil- 
ton and his staff. If the major 
problem is the exposure of new 
artists, Bob did a whale of a 
job bringing new artists with 
new music to the ears of the 
programmer. The acts, essenti- 
ally "good vibes acts," those 
acts that maintain a special 
rapport with an audience, in- 
cluded Megan McDonough, 
Steve Goodman and Harry 
Chapin, and new/old acts like 
Jonathan Edwards, John Den- 
ver and George Carlin. Hamil- 
ton ran a tight show, using film 
effectively, and always keeping 
the conversation on a positive 
level. Instead of presenting the 
normal "Program Director of 
the Year" awards, Bob present- 
ed a "human being" award to 
Red Schwartz. Red in turn pre- 
sented the award to someone 
else, and so on, until a total 
of 50 awards were presented. 
Personal, touching and some- 
thing that will always be re- 
membered. 

Yes, Bob Hamilton is an 
idealist, but idealists are usual- 
ly the first to work for change. 
He, probably more than most 
people at the clinic, under- 
stands that this is a business 
of selling music. The minute we 
begin treating music as cur- 
tains, or computers, or shoes, 
we've begun a snowballing 
downhill slide that makes us 
forget the responsibility of 
bringing entertainment to the 
public.

The prime aspect of the 
sessions, however, irrespective 
of product that may be new at 
any given time, is the idea of 
frank and open discussion of 
problems relating to sales and 
promotion as well as to the gen- 
eration of new ideas to enable 
the company to continue the up- 
ward sweep of its sales curve. 

During the just -closed fiscal 
year (as of March 31) , the final 
year of its first quarter century 
in business, the company racked 
up new sales records in virtually 
every repertoire division and the 
aim of the historic series of per- 
son -to -person -gatherings is to 
assure continuation of this di- 
rection for the future.

IBS Convention Criticized 

By GARY K. COHEN 

NEW YORK- The Intercol- 
legiate Broadcasting System 
held its National Convention 
here last weekend, March 24-26, 
at the Hotel McAlpin. 

The Convention, judging 
from the response of college 
broadcasters an.d record com- 
pany people, was not a success- 
ful one. Most of the problems 
of the Convention can be traced 
to a lack of planning and 
leadership on the part of IBS. 

The first session began Fri- 
day afternoon, with a general 
caucus on communications. On 
the panel were representatives 
of the ABC network division, 
CBS radio division and the 
Corporation for Public Broad- 
casting; there were no repre- 
sentatives from college radio on 
the panel. Sessions like these do 
not offer any value to the 
campus broadcaster because the 
people on the panel don't relate 
to our problems. Out of the 
criticisms of last year's Con- 
vention, one of the suggestions 
for improvement was that there 
be at least one campus broad- 
caster on each panel. This was 
not followed. (An example of 
non -relating was when the CPB 
representative chided college 
stations for not staying on the 
air over the summer. When he 
was asked where college sta- 
tions would get the money from, 
he had no answer). On the 
whole, this panel set the tone 
for the Convention, as IBS 
seemed more interested in hav- 
ing "big name professionals" 
on panels, instead of college 
radio people and people who 
work closely with college radio 
broadcasters. 

The banquet continued the 
fiasco. It was held in the hotel's 
dining room, where the hotel's 
paying guests received much 
better service than the IBS 
delegates. (There is still no ex- 
planation why the banquet 
wasn't held in a separate room, 
away from the rest of the hotel 
guests) . The dinner itself fea- 
tured a "German drinking 
band," which was loud enough 
to drown out any worthwhile 
conversation. Then there were 
the "little problems," like no 
silverware, bread served at the 
end of the meal (served without 
butter), four glasses of water 
for five people, etc. Of the $19 
registration fee, $9.50 went for 
the banquet. For that same 
amount in a decent hotel, IBS 

should have obtained two ban- 
quets! 

Rounding out the day's 
disaster was the evening en- 
tertainment, which was not 
listed in the Convention pro- 
gram schedule. A number of 
artists played to a number of 
empty and semi -filled tables .. . 

Dennis Stoner of Rare Earth 
appeared; few knew who he 
was because his album wasn't 
serviced by his label. Then it 
was discovered that the record 
company hospitality suites were 
open during the entertainment, 
and that was the probable rea- 
son for the lack of attendance. 
So, at that point, the hospitality 
suites were closed and the dele- 
gates wandered around for 
awhile until the suites were re- 
opened, and most people made 
the rounds from room to room 
picking up albums, patches, 
shirts, wine, booze etc. 600 col- 
lege people were registered, and 
if you consider that the banquet 
was $10 and another $4 went 
into the planning of Friday's 
program, the loss in registra- 
tion time and value for that 
day approaches $8500, (Esti- 
mates for the whole weekend 
cost, including registration, 
hotel, travel, records, hospital- 
ity suites, etc., are placed con- 
servatively at the $75,000 
figure.) The main problem: we 
come again to lack of planning. 

Saturday morning's first ses- 
sion began at 8 am. Most of 
the suites finished up at 2 or 
3 a.m. the night before; so the 
early morning sessions had 
little attendance. The idea of 
four or five simultaneous ses- 
sions on different topics also 
did not work out. (I attended 
some sessions; some of my cor- 
respondents will report on what 
went on in the individual ses- 
sions they attended.) The time 
wasn't a total waste, but what- 
ever you accomplished or 
learned had to be done on your 
own time or in the hospitality 
suites. Again, a few individual 
sessions were illuminating as 
were a few individual speakers, 
but on the whole the Conven- 
tion was not a successful one. 

Sunday morning the members 
of the Board of Directors of 
IBS met the stations, and it was 
easy to see why IBS has trouble 
relating to the needs of 
campus broadcasters. Most of 
them have nothing to do with 
radio; they are older, and no- 
body presently in college radio

as a college student is on their 
Board of Directors. Their feel- 
ing, by and large, is that they 
are doing whatever is neces- 
sary, a feeling that was dis- 
puted by most of the people in 
the attendance. The first and 
last panels proved to the Con- 
vention attendees, that IBS, 
through its planning and 
leadership, does not really know 
what is going on in campus 
radio. 

The highlight of the Conven- 
tion was the Columbia Records 
concert on Saturday evening, 
held at the Columbia studios on 
30th Street. Kenny Loggins and 
Jim Messina put on a tremen- 
dous show, as did David Brom- 
berg. A sad state of affairs 
when the entertainment is the 
best function at the Convention. 

The other highlight was Sat- 
urday night at about 2:30 a.m. 
when a number of us got 
together for a discussion and 
general rap session. After a 
number of room changes, we 
ended up in my room where the 
discussion of radio, program- 
ming, commercial radio, con- 
cluded at 5:00 a.m. To me, this 
was the best part of the Con- 
vention. Something that IBS 
had nothing to do with. 

To further judge reaction to 
the IBS Convention, I surveyed 
some of Record World's campus 
correspondents for their re- 
actions : Brad Simon, WRCT, 
Carnegie Mellon, did not enjoy 
the Convention. He felt the 
best part was Columbia Records 
entertainment, while the worst 
part was "whatever IBS did." 
His comment: "There wasn't 
enough communication to make 
the sessions meaningful . . . I 
got more out of outside discus- 
sions with industry people." 

Russ Singer, WVBR-FM, Cor- 
nell, enjoyed the Convention. To 
him, the best part was " . . . 

Room 1909 on Saturday night, 
which was the only real chance 
a couple of radio station staff 
members had to get together 
and talk informally." To him, 
the worst part was the ban- 
quet. 

Jay Kernis, WMUC, Univ. of 
Maryland, enjoyed "watching 
how professionals think and re- 
act to those of us who hope to 
replace them or work with 
them." He suggested more 
separation between experienced 
and non -experienced stations. 

Steve Leeds, WAMU, Ameri- 
can Univ. His reaction was that 
he "liked the Convention but 
was disappointed. The poten- 
tial of the seminars and dis - 

eussions should have and could 
have been the most beneficial 
aspect of the Convention, but 
the panels, and particularly the 
moderators screwed it up. Un- 
fortunately, the entertainment 
seemed to be the most outstand- 
ing aspect of the Convention, 
but it shouldn't have been." 
Also " ... if the Columbia Rec- 
ords entertainment was the 
best part of the Convention, it 
doesn't say much for IBS's 
leadership and planning." 

Judy Mullen, WLUC, Loyola 
Univ., stated she did not enjoy 
it. "The Convention was dis- 
organized to begin with. The en- 
tertainment was disorganized; 
the record companies were dis- 
organized; the hospitality 
suites were open, then closed, 
then opened again. All of this 
caused a reaction of the people 
who attended." 

A number of ideas have come 
out of the Convention. First, 
there will be a meeting of rec- 
ord company promotion people 
to discuss the problems that 
this Convention had and try to 
prevent them from happening 
in the future. Second, there 
must be more of a reliance on 
local or regional Conventions, 
as the big National Conventions 
run by IBS, with little planning, 
seem to get out of hand. Third, 
the College Radio Report will 
sponsor its own Conference 
sometime in the near future; 
plans for the site, date, regis- 
tration are being worked out 
now. It was also fairly well 
concluded that IBS must make 
some changes in its organiza- 
tional structure if it hopes to 
keep the respect of the college 
broadcaster and record com- 
pany exhibitor. And there is no 
way that concerned parties will 
let thousands of dollars, both 
those of campus radio and rec- 
ord company, go down the 
drain. There is a cry for change, 
and that cry will not go un- 
answered.

"The Stax Organi- 
zation would like to challenge 
other businessmen to come out 
and lend support to Project 
First Offender. We have 
enough citizens concerned

Some of these names are rec- 
ognized instantly. They are al- 
ready part of America's theat- 
rical history.

However they 
have one thing in common. 
Within the next two months the 
music of all of these Chappell 
writers will be featured in pro- 
ductions both on and off Broad- 
way.

Munves: Movies Rip Off Classics 
MIAMI-The following are 

remarks made by RCA Classi- 
cal Head Peter Munves during 
his recent address at the 
NARM Convention: "Ladies 
and Gentlemen, today's pop cul- 
ture is ripping off the classics. 
Today youth is being exposed 
to classics on a scale without 
precedent in the history ofour 
industry. - 

Mòre and more motion pic- 
tures are using classics. In the 
past year Luchino Visconti's 
"Death in Venice" used the 
poignant adagietto from Mah- 
ler's Fifth Symphony - A 
heart -breaking mood master- 
piece if ever there was one. 

The film tells the story of an 
aging closet queen who's in 
love with a beautiful boy. The 
story is set at a fashionable re- 
sort in Venice at the turn of 
the century, an atmosphere 
that reeks of decadence. And 
Mahler's music, full of yearn- 
ing and self-pity, creates a per- 
fect mood for this unfulfilled 
love affair. In those days they 
only thought about it, but thou- 
sands of movie-goers came 
away from the motion picture 
wanting Mahler's beautiful mu- 
sic and a new market was there 
for Mahler. 

Today, one of the country's 
top -grossing movies "A Clock- 
work Orange" is exposing mil- 
lions to the music of the lovely 
Ludwig Van (his great Ninth 
Symphony), as well as hits by 
Purcell, Rossini and Elgar, all 
to the accompaniment of a fu- 
ture shock world ruled by teen- 
age gangs in a society that's 
so corrupt we actually feel a 
spark of sympathy for Alex, 
its teenage droog whose princi- 
pal interests are rape, violence 
and Beethoven. 

And the same kids seeing 
"Clockwork" are tripping out to 
Disney's 30 -year -old classic 
"Fantasia"-the first psyche- 
delic film wedding images to 
music. The sound from the Dis- 
ney track is dated by today's 
standards. 

So Columbia and RCA have 
issued these new "Fantasia" 
albums-which are top sellers! 

Both RCA and Angel have 
cover albums on "A Clockwork 
Orange" with star perform- 
ances by top artists. 

RCA's "Love Story" by Eu- 
gene Ormandy and the Phila- 
delphia Orchestra is a different 
kind of cover album. Every 
middle of the road name 
jumped in "Love Story": Faith, 
Williams and Mancini, to men- 
tion a few, but Ormandy gave 
you something new-the first 
cover album by a big-time sym- 
phony orchestra. The album is 
unique, for it not only contains 

symphonic arrangements of 
music from films like "Romeo 
and Juliet," "West Side Story" 
and "The Thomas Crown Af- 
fair" but the greatest love mu- 
sic of all-the Liebestod from 
Wagner's "Tristan and Isolde." 

Classical labels like Deutsche 
Grammophon, Angel and RCA 
issued albums to tie in with the 
film, but at RCA we went one 
better and issued "Mahler's 
Greatest Hits," featuring The 
Theme from "Death in Venice" 
and other Mahler favorites. 

Meanwhile back at the mov- 
ies John Schlesinger's film, 
"Sunday, Bloody Sunday" voted 
one of the year's 10 best by 
New York film critics, dipped 
into Mozart, the trio from his 
opera "Cosi Fan Tutte," which 
in English means they all do 
it, and turns out to be quite 
apt for this film about a very 
modern British menage à trois. 

RCA issued the only avail- 
able album of "Sunday, Bloody 
Sunday" and other Mozart mu- 
sic used in films like "Love 
Story," "Five Easy Pieces" and 
"Elvira Madigan," and it's sell- 
ing well. 

Now, for a straight story. 
"Love Story" had a theme 
which sounds like a rip-off of 
Chopin, but the film also ex- 
posed millions to Bach and 
Mozart played by music student 
Ali McGraw. 

Money, Money 

Liza Minnelli as Sally Bowles and 
Joel Grey as "Emcee" perform the 
"Money, Money" number from Al- 
lied Artists "Cabaret." Soundtrack 
is on ABC, and Miss Minnelli's 
next album, a live one, will be on 
A&M. What these two do with 
this song-added to the Broadway 
score-could help them both carry 
off Oscars next year.

MOVIE REVIEW 

Family Portrait Good Likeness 
By DAVE FINKLE , NEW YORK - If one can 

learn to live with certain ma- 
jor flaws-the casting of Mar- 
lon Brando, the uneven, intel- 
lectualized performance of Al 
Pacino - and certain minor 
flaws - confusing and unre- 
solved plot turns, occasional 
faulty lip synchronization and 
inconclusive or cute cutting- 
Paramount's bid for top gross- 
er of all-time, "The Godfather," 
can and should be appreciated 
as an outstanding movie, a 
movie that isn't the first, but 
is seemingly the most vera- 
cious portrait of organized 
crime in America, a movie that 
can boast some of the dimen- 
sions of tragedy in its depic- 
tion of warped visions of jus- 
tice, and business, honor, and a 
movie that is genuinely horri- 
fying, not only in its inclusion 
of violence, but in creating its 
own world of ceaselessly im- 
pending violence, that doesn't 
at all make its villains heroes 
in the way gangster films of the 
'30s did. 

The reason why "The God- 
father" is so good is that Fran- 
cis Ford Coppola, who has not 
in his previous movies ("You're 
a Big Boy Now," "Finian's 
Rainbow," "The Rain People") 
indicated that he could direct 
anyone to even the corner 
newsstand, has directed the 
Mario Puzo script (Coppola co- 
authored, too) with a sense of 
headlong energy and a care for 
detail. And in unfolding the 
crackling, glitzy, readable, film - 
able story, he has bathed it in 
that Hollywood orange glow 
that always says "epic." (It's 
probably this "technicolor" op- 
ulence that, more than any- 
thing-the bold characters, the 

rambling episodes, the sense of 
heavy, woeful years cutting 
down and aging the partici- 
pants-that has provoked the 
comparisons with "Gone With 
the Wind.") 

Coppola has responded to the 
material in a grand style, and 
so have his associates, Produc- 
tion Designer Dean Tavoulis, 
Costume Designer Anna Hill 
Johnstone, Set Decorator Philip 
Smith, Art Director Warren 
Clymer and Composers Nino 
Rota and Carlo Savina, who 
must share credit with the com- 
posers of the wittily -used peri- 
od music (Paramount has the 
soundtrack, of course). The 
movie looks and sounds right. 
The setting is so completely 
drawn that it lends authentic- 
ity to everything-the acting, 
especially that goes with it. 

Which brings up the acting. 
Casting Marlon Brando as Don 
Corleone, one of the most in- 
delible characters of popular 
literature of recent years, was 
brilliant. Everybody who read 
the book-and that means ev- 
erybody-wondered who would 
play the Don, a curious and 
touching, if not totally credible 
blend of ruthlessness, humane- 
ness, and troubled intelligence, 
opposed to "Gone With the 
Wind," when only Clark Gable 
could have done it, Marlon 
Brando was an unlikely 
choice, but potentially a box 
office one. It turns out that 
Brando will be box office in 
this movie (conceivably, some 
castings might not have been, 
despite the surefire hit the 
movie promised to be) ; it also 
turns out that he is worth 
watching, as he hasn't been 
for most of the past 10 years,

NEW YORK - The fantas- 

tic success of "The Godfather" 
as a film, the songwriting team 
of Nino Rota and Larry Kusik 
and the marketing philosophy 
of Famous Music are combin- 
ing to create the same sort of 
industry -wide excitement for 
"Godfather" music as there was 
last year for "Theme from Love 
Story." 

As Marvin Cane, Chief 
Operating Officer for Famous 
Music Publishing Companies, 
put it to Record World, "a 
couple of years ago we had 
'Romeo and Juliet.' Then last 
year there was 'Love Story.' 
Everybody wanted to know 
what we could do for them 
next. Well, we've come up with 
'The Godfather.' " 

At last count there were nine 
instrumental versions of "Love 
Theme from the Godfather," six 
vocal treatments of "Speak 
Softly Love (Love Theme from 
the Godfather)," and six ver- 
sions of the "Godfather Waltz," 
in addition to the original 
soundtrack album on Para- 
mount. 

According to Cane, "Most mo- 
tion picture companies rely on 
one or two records on a movie 
theme. We believe that every 
record company should record 
this stuff - it's a built-in sale, 
and the movie is better than 
advertisements. Even though 
" 'The Godfather' " doesn't have 
the same sentimental attraction 
as 'Love Story,' we were still

NEW YORK-Edward Padu- 
la and Arch Lustberg have 
decided to bring "Don't Bother 
Me, I Can't Cope" to New York 
and have booked the Playhouse 
Theatre, 357 W. 48 Street, for 
an April 19 premire.

NEW YORK-Both the only 
original cast album and the only 
original television score to hit 
the charts this year belong to 
Bell Records, namely the off- 
Broadway show "Godspell" and 
"Brian's Song." 

"Godspell," with music and 
lyrics written by Stephen 
Schwartz, was recently awarded 
the much -coveted Grammy, at 
which time Bell re -serviced the 
musical's original cast album 
with plans to break a number 
from it, "Day By Day," as a 
hit single.

Or, as 'Bell President Larry Ut - 
tal explained, "in this case we're 
not really selling a show, but 
an album of songs. The show 
has sold itself." 

The story of the "Brian's 
Song" recording takes place af- 
ter the movie had run on tele- 
vision to tremendous viewer 
response. Michael Legrand, who 
scored the film, is a Bell record- 
ing artist, but there was no one 
segment of the score suitable 
for release as a single. So, upon 
Uttal's request, Legrand record- 
ed the "Brian's Song" single 
that went on to achieve consid- 
erable success.

With "Brian's Song" now 
being tested for theatrical re- 
lease, the success story of its 
theme music may not yet have 
run its course.

But really, 
it's fun to catch people by sur- 
prise, to give them a good show 
when they're not expecting it." 

Surprise, Kenny. By tour's 
end there are going to be a 
whole lot of people out there 
expecting a good show from 
Loggins and Messina every time 
out. Then, Loggins and Messina 
seem ready to deliver. Every 
time out.

"Record company officials, of 
course, write stern memos 
against payola. But many of 
them wink while their promo- 
tion men lavish disc jockeys 
with favors. 

"My associate, Les Whitten, 
has spoken to witnesses on the 
inside of the record industry. 
They asked that their identi- 
ties be withheld for fear there 
might be reprisals. 

"These witnesses have de- 
scribed the payoff patterns in 
detail. Not only are big-time 
disc jockeys collecting payola, 
but the small -station jockeys 
are clamoring to get their share 
of the boodle. 

"The record companies, for 
example, have furnished whole- 
sale lots of free records to so- 
called r&b (Rhythm and Blues) 
jockeys and programmers. They, 
in turn, sell the records cut- 
rate to record stores, pocket the 
profit and boom their benefac- 
tors' records over the air waves. 

"The more audacious record 
promoters have simply bribed 
the record pluggers with cash 
or with new cars. Thus, an 
underpaid r&b jockey may be 
seen riding around in a five

I have been mentioning for several years the fact that latin 
records should go up in price. In an industry in which gross 
profits go so low because of a lack of real executives and too 
many bloody street fighters with little ability regarding business 
administration around, things have to go bad. A latin record 
that costs to press and record exactly the same as an American 
record shouldn't be sold at $2.98 retail price. As a result, and 
because of a lack of organization from the publishing companies 
that don't collect publishing royalties on time, most of the latin 
labels are near bankruptcy. Now it seems that everything will 
change. Publishing companies and agencies are getting together 
to initiate drastic measures in order to collect their monies. 
Most of the latin labels have not established reserves accounts 
for these purposes, and they have not been obtaining enough 
profits in order to establish themselves properly in business. 
Another big problem is being faced by the labels manufacturing 
budget records sold at 980. A record with a cost of 360 in most 
of the cases and with a wholesale price of 460 can't reflect any 
kind of profit. If royalties are supposed to be paid-and it seems 
this will have to be accomplished from now on-this kind of 
record will be forced either to disappear from the market or 
also go up in price. 

I am completely sure that prices will go up now because of 
the big pressure from the publishing companies and their agents. 
Because of not being properly organized since the beginning 
regarding collection procedures, now they will present themselves 
as big monsters to collect what is legally owed to them. This 
is the time to become business administrators or disappear from 
the market. Authors and composers deserve their rights and they 
will get them sooner or later. Latin record manufacturers have 
to change their mentality, and not partially. It will have to be 
fully changed and it will happen from now to May. If there is 
anybody not convinced of this problem that the industry is fac- 
ing, wait until May ... There is still time . Go up in prices . . 

Most of the American manufacturers involved in latin records 
have been paying their royalties and complaining about the small 
profits of the whole affair, but they have been neglecting latin 
records as a surplus market. Well, today, latin records are a big 
business with great potential, but it has to be treated the same 
way Americans treat their industry , . . and that means enough 
gross profits to permit everybody involved in the industry a high 
standard of business. 

Juan & Juan will perform from April 1-17 in New York at the 
Lido Theater, Puerto Rico Theater and Jefferson. From there 
they will fly to Puerto Rico where they will stay from April 19-30, 
Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic is expecting them also 
for performances from May 3-7 ... Al Brown will produce an 
album in English with Puerto Rican talented Nydia Caro. Nydia 
will have a weekly TV Show on Channel 2, San Juan, P.R. spon- 
sored by Velasco Stores and will also shortly perform at the 
Sheraton Hotel in San Juan ... Fuentes is releasing this week 
in Colombia an album by Tiziano titled "Doce Sentimientos de 
Tiziano." This singer is copying the style of Sandro from Argen- 
tina but with his own themes.

CECIL TAYLOR - BUELL NEIDLINGER- 
Barnaby KZ 31035 (CBS) 
At last, this legendary 1961 session has 
been released for the first time. It fea- 
tures the genius of Neidlinger and Tay- 
lor in two trio performances, one quar- 
tet piece with Archie Shepp and an 
arrangement of Duke Ellington's 
"Things Ain't What They Used To Be" 
for an eight -piece band with Shepp, 
Clark Terry and Roswell Rudd.

The rich, 
unique sound belongs only to this wom- 
an. Her magical sounds should reach 
a variety of ears. 

THE NAT KING COLE TRIO 
Jazz Trip VII 
This album contains 14 valuable per- 
formances by the unique piano -guitar - 
bass trio that shaped jazz for many 
years. This album serves to remind us 
what an extraordinary and creative pi- 
anist Nat Cole was. A fine reissue. 

GREAT SCOTT 
TOII SCOTT-A & M SP 4330 
This is Scott's first album in quite some 
time. Backed by some of Los Angeles' 
fine jazz session men, he comes up with 
a strong, clean sound and displays a 
fine ability on a variety of reeds. In- 
cluded is a rendition of John Coltrane's 
"Dahomey Dance." 

LET MY CHILDREN HEAR MUSIC 
CHARLES MINGUS-Columbia KC 31039 
This is Mingus' first album in many 
years, and it's great to hear the genius 
at work again. This music is highly - 
orchestrated and as brilliant as you 
might expect. Although his style is un- 
mistakable, Mingus is exploring some 
new territory here. 

WHERE WOULD I BE 
J/ 1I HALL-Milestone MSP 9037 
Jim Hall is a delicate and beautifully 
creative guitarist, who is all too rarely 
recorded.

Previously issued on Candid, this clas- 
sic date showcases a most underrated 
jazz singer. Ms. Lincoln sings several 
originals as well as tunes by Oscar 
Brown, Randy Weston and Mal Wald- 
ron. The soloists here include Max 
Roach, Booker Little and Coleman 
Hawkins. This is an unusual and care- 
fully planned album of relevant black 
music. 

New Englund Tour 
from Impulse 

BOSTON-April 7 marks the 
opening date for a new idea in 
company -sponsored concert pack- 
ages. It is the Impulse label New 
England tour and for openers 
it will feature Impulse recording 
artists Alice Coltrane, Pharoah 
Sanders and Michael White. 

The purpose for this tour and 
other upcoming tours is to es- 
tablish a much wider market for 
the Impulse artists. According 
to Steve Backer, National Pro- 
motion Director for Impulse, 
"We want to bring this music 
in depth to one of the largest 
markets in the country and to 
catalyze album sales in the area 
by virtue of the overwhelming 
effect of live performances by 
such legendary greats." 

Selecting the Boston area to 
establish the Impulse artist, ac- 
cording to Backer, was due to 
its very large concentration of 
college -aged people, larger than 
any one given area in the coun- 
try. "We want to saturate this 
market," says Backer. "We are 
serving the existing `jazz' fans, 
but we are also after the youth 
market-the 18 to 24 year olds 
who are ready to be turned on 
to 'the new music.' " 

In radio programming, Back- 
er said, "I feel that in order for 
progressive FM Radio to regain 
the Avant-garde, forward image 
it once had, it must look for 
viable directions to give it that 
distinctiveness. One of these di- 
rections is the music we are 
involved with at Impulse. In an 
effort to break new ground, Im- 
pulse product is being sent to 
the more forward -thinking MOR 
stations, with an accompanying 
letter containing suggested 
cuts." 

The Impulse New England 
tour is a pilot project. H. T. 
Productions in Boston have co- 
ordinated the tour and have 
been instrumental in the logis- 
tics of the undertaking. Future 
plans include tours throughout 
the country. The groundwork 
for a California Tour is being 
laid and plans include various 
Impulse artists such as John 
Klemmer, Cliff Coulter, Mel 
Brown and Archie Shepp. 

Dates booked so far for the 
New England tour will have 
Alice Coltrane, Pharoah Sanders 
and Michael White at the Fen - 
way Theatre in Boston April 7, 
Clark University in Worcester, 
Mass. April 8, the University of 
Massachusetts in Amherst April 
10, Thornton Auditorium in 
Portland, Maine April 13, and 
April 15 Brown University in 
Providence, Rhode Island is be- 
ing played and April 16 Tale 
University in New Haven.

LONDON-Following the recent announcement that the Poly- 
gram group are to acquire Metro Goldwyn Mayer's record divi- 
sion, MGM is reported to be near completion of a deal involving 
the remaining shares in the Francis, Day & Hunter Publishing 
Company. Vice-president Bill Singleton was recently in town for 
negotiations and confirmed MGM's intention to remain involved 
with music publishing, and he is expected to return for the com- 
pletion of the deal and to discuss possible realignments within 
their own Robbins, Feist, Miller Music Company. 

A welcome recent addition to Radio One's deejay contingent is 
R&B specialist Dave Simmons. After a stint of producing com- 
mercials for the British "pirate" stations six years ago, a short 
time in West African radio, and three years in Bern (Switzer- 
land), working mainly with American and Canadian deejays, 
Simmons took up a post at BBC's local sation, Radio London, 
emceeing an afternoon magazine program. His extensive knowl- 
edge within the R&B field inspired as many interviews as possible 
with visiting soul specialists, the most recent one being with Joe 
Simon. This eventually led to Simmons replacing Mike Raven, 
whose four-year run on Radio One's only R&B show ended when 
he set out on an acting career earlier this year, and the introduc- 
tion of a USA soul station feature has since proved overwhelm- 
ingly popular. The feature consists of a live conversation be- 
tween Simmons and an American deejay and the airing of vari- 
ous discs placed in the chosen stations current R&B chart. Most 
recently included were E. Rodney Jones (WVON, Chicago), Jerry 
Boulding (WWRL, New York) and Burke Johnson (WAOK, 
Atlanta, Georgia) . Further changes have also been made by the 
BBC since Mark White switched from head of Radio One to a 
similar post with Radio Two and executive producer Derek 
Chinnery replaced him. 

Mid -Afternoon deejay Terry Wogan moves to an early morning 
slot on Radio Two, while the ever -popular Alan Freeman takes 
over on One, daily from 3 pm till 5 pm, as well as continuing 
to present the long -running weekend program, "Pick of the Pops." 
Freeman's apparently unfailing ability to spot hits makes this a 
very popular move with the industry. His latest shrewd picks in- 
clude Argent's "Hold Your Head Up," (played for three months, 
now a smash), Osmonds "Lazy River" and current breaker, 
"That's a Mighty Road" by Hayden Wood. 

WEA Music UK chief, Tony Roberts searching for the next 
Maria Callas, but in the meantime announces the acquisition of 
several major catalogues: Jimmy Webb, Randy Newman, Crosby, 
Stiles, Nash and Young and Joni Mitchell.

quality, in quantity certainly. A fair mixture this week includes 
Paul Simon's superb album track, "Me And Julio Down By The 
Schoolyard" rushed by CBS, and, by way of a contrast, Decca 
put out Neil Reid's follow-up, the unbelievable, "That's What I 
Want To Be." Reid emerged amazingly successful from a TV 
"talent" show, "Opportunity Knocks," as did Dave Newman who 
debutes with "The Lion Sleeps Tonight" (Pye), competing with 
the Robert John Stateside hit version (Atlantic). RCA have a 
sure fire hit in a bagpipe version of "Amazing Grace" by the 
Military Band of the Royal Scots Dragoon Guards (no kidding) 
and Decca's "I Need You" by newcomers Spoof is another strong 
contender. 

The Grateful Dead have just arrived for three dates before 
leaving for Scandinavia, Germany, Holland and France, as well 
as Luxembourg where they will play "live" for Radio Luxem- 
bourg listeners, as reported last week. Meanwhile Radio Lux- 
embourg's general manager Alan Keen and program director 
Ken Evans visit Melbourne, Brisbane, Adelaide and Sidney in 
order to survey several Australian radio stations.

GFR Enterprises, Ltd., by at- 
tempting to remove Knight as 
its President, Director and Gen- 
eral Manager; 2) Delivery to 
the Chase Manhattan Bank of a 
fraudulent corporate bank reso- 
lution; 3) Willfully plotting to 
deliberately damage the Corpo- 
ration's business and reputation 
and ". . . dishonor and impair 
the Corporation's credit and 
good will." 

For these false and fraudu- 
lent statements and actions, 
Knight is seeking damages 
which total $10 million.

when he has been boring in 
his comedy roles and laughable 
in his serious ones; and it also 
turns out that he is wrong. 
Brando, despite the fact that 
he hasn't been on the stage in 
over 20 years, acts in the tradi- 
tion of the theater. He creates 
characterizations acceptable 
within the conventions of the 
theater, but unacceptable in the 
movies where a much different 
mixture of personality and 
"acting" is required to simu- 
late reality. While Brando is 
always impressive in this role 
("look how he walks like an ag- 
ing man," "look how he has 
transformed his face"), he is 
always Brando acting and that 
can be as destructive to a scene 
as John Wayne always being 
John Wayne not acting or Jim- 
my Stewart always being Jim- 
my Stewart. It means that when 
an audience should be moved 
by the actions of the people, 
it is struck by the acting 
of the players. Acting that is 
obvious is not good acting. The 
penultimate sequence, in which 
Brando - the Don, that is - 
plays with his toddling grand- 
son in the garden-is beautiful, 
but beautiful in its conception 
and not because of Brando's 
playing. For all his make-up 
and acting expertise, more is 
less. 

Al Pacino 
Where Brando is miscast be- 

cause so dramatically "cast," 
Al Pacino, a good choice, is 
disappointing. There are times 
in the movie when he taps the 
hero -turned -anti-hero's tragedy. 

Generally he has fashioned 
a character that changes, be- 
comes increasingly sophisticat- 
ed in the ways of big business 
crime and tough, if not hard- 
ened. But there are scenes 
when he keeps his acting so to 
himself that what is glimpsed 
is not a thinking man but a dull 
man. (This kind of introspec- 
tive acting afflicts many of the 
younger American movie act- 
ors-Dustin Hoffman some- 
times and Richard Benjamin 
always, but not British actors 
like Malcolm MacDowell, Alan 
Bates, Tom Courtenay or con- 
tinental actors like Jean-Louis 
Trintingnant, who all know 
how to portray intelligence 
without going completely 
blank). Pacino's worst scene, 
the only scene in the movie 
that threatened to elicit the 
wrong kind of laughter, is his 
proposal to Kay, his puzzled, 
naive long-time girl friend. No 
girl would really have bought 
this dispassionate plighting of 
troth.

resonance. Richard Castellano, 
for instance, is the kind of ac- 
tor east well who achieves 
the verissimilitude that Brando 
strives after so craftily and, 
for that, never achieves. The 
audience believes Castellano is, 
short of being a hired killer, 
exactly like that, (It's the kind 
of performance that is fre- 
quently denigrated by the re- 
mark, "he's playing himself"). 
Robert Duvall, Richard Conte, 
lubricious and malevolent, Ta - 
lia Shire and singers Al Mar- 
tino and Morgana King are 
among the others who stand 
out by standing so naturally in. 

"The Godfather" is a big 
movie, and for once, will prob- 
ably deserve all the Oscars 
that are sure to be heaped upon 
it. At least, if I were thinking 
about going for an Oscar, I 
certainly wouldn't try this year. 
Better movies might be re- 
leased, movies that are unique 
and innovative, but certainly 
nothing that so flagrantly has 
what people who make movies 
and vote on them are always 
looking for - "something for 
everyone."

able to sell the idea to the com- 
panies. I think the majors are 
now respecting the word of 
music publishers." 

In addition to all the recorded 
versions of "Godfather" music, 
Cane reports that there will 
soon be many configurations of 
sheet music, song folios, and 
other printed matter for the 
consumer. And it's only a mat- 
ter of time before the success 
of the "Love Theme" takes on 
international proportions. Andy 
William's has already followed 
his "Love Story" pattern by 
cutting it in five languages. 

Genesis 
As for the genesis of the 

"Godfather" score, Cane ex- 
plained that "we had decided 
that the movie called for an 
Italian composer. I recom- 
mended Nino Rota, partly be- 
cause we had had such fantas- 
tic success with `Romeo and 
Juliet.' He sent his track back, 
and we decided that Larry 
Kusik, who wrote the lyric for 
'A Time for Us,' deserved a 
shot at it." The result was two 
distinc* melodies, the "God- 
father Waltz" and "Love 
Theme," with a lyric added to 
the latter. 

If and when the "Godfather" 
hysteria dies down, cynics will 
undoubtedly again be asking 
what Famous will do for them 
next year. Upcoming Paramount 
films include Lerner and 
Loewe's "The Little Prince," 
Woody Allen's "Play it Again, 
Sam" and "The Last of the 
Red Hot Lovers."

Barker: Tape Musts 
"It is the obligation of all 

tape manufacturers to elimi- 
nate poor quality tape and estab- 
lish specification standards for 
blank cassettes, Eugene Bark- 
er, Quality Control Director of 
Audio Magnetics Corp., manu- 
facturer of cassette, cartridge 
and open reel magnetic and 
video tape, said recently. 

"The industry needs to write 
performance standards for cas- 
settes to assure consumers that 
they will operate for an accept- 
able length of time under all 
normal operating conditions," 
he said. 

Barker suggests that all tape 
manufacturers submit product 
to a private laboratory for test- 
ing. "If the product passes re- 
quired tests on quality," he 
said, "it will receive an indus- 
try seal of approval. Labora- 
tory specialists will periodical- 
ly go into the marketplace for 
additional on -the -spot testing." 

Among the many physical and 
performance tests to be applied 
to cassettes are those covering 
extended temperature, humid- 
ity, life testing, drop testing, 
wow and flutter, label design 
and placement, shielding and 
playing time. 

"The cassette industry must 
act now to rid itself of poor 
quality product and tape not 
manufactured to certain stand- 
ards," Barker said.

"If properly promoted, there 
is no reason they can't be suc- 
cessful next year."
