an institution in 1953. A year after its
debut on Trans-Canada it joined the
l'-rench network, rcaching the entire
national audien<.-e, The Mutual Bro.1d­
casting System carried one of the sum­
mer serk'S throughout the United
St"ltes. Finally, the program gained
:-omp sort of official distinction by win­
ning several awards.

Leduc himself, and his wue, pro­
yide the inspiration for the orchestra's
unusual repertoire. She is Annette
Lasalle Leduc, a violinist of note nnd
now a member of the orchestra, but
also a critie with a wioe knowledge
of Ihe culture of the 16th and J7th
(-'t'nturies. Ifer extensive library is a
common family inlerest, and when she
was asked some yeurs ago to write the
scripts for a CBC French-network
music-education series dealing with
the late Renaissuncc, it was logical that
I",r hushand shuuld direct the music.

Now retired, he retains
more of the air of a musician than of
a lawyer, and on trips to New York
is sometimes taken for Toscanini, the
resembl:tnce is so striking. Leduc's
mother was a prominent singer. Of
the four sons in the family, tlm..-e have
become profeSSional musicians; the
fourth is semi-professional, emulating
his father in combining law with
Tllusic. Brother Jean is Q wen-known
pianist in thf' western States.

As a member of the Royal Con­
sen atoire Orchestra i n Brussels,
Roland played under Tllany prominent
condudors and <.'Omposcrs. Two of
these were Havel and Richard Strauss.
He was in the orchestra at the Strnuss
Festival in 1930 with the composer
(:onduding and took part in a discus­
sion during which Strauss said he felt
Don Quixote was his best work, and
Till Euleuspiegel a triBe in colnparison.

A third generation is now carrying
on the Leduc family tradition. Lisc,
V5, and YVl..--S, 13, arc studying at the
Provincial Conservatory and ore still
more "heretical" than their fathcr.
Their instruments arc clarinet and
trumpet.

He met few who could see any
grt-at place for symphony or chamber
llIusic in the new medium. Arthur
Benjamin's new project indicated the
trend of thinking in England-as in
Canada.
