the demand for that article will
tend to increase (again provided
other things are equal).

Now in physics temperature and
pressure are linked by the velocity
of the molecules making up the
gas. Increase the temperature and
the average velocity of the mole-
cules increases, they strike the
walls of their container more often
and more violently, and so increase
the pressure on those walls.

In economics, the price set by
retailers relates supply to demand
(just as molecular velocity relates
temperatures to pressure): in-
crease supply and the retailers, in
competition with one another, will
lower their prices; demand will
then increase, because the con-
sumer will buy more with the
same amount of money.

Both laws stipulate that other
things be kept equal. In the physi-
cal law only one other thing, or
variable, is involved: the volume
of the container which must not
vary like a balloon; this can easily
be kept constant. But in economics,
any law can be affected by a mul-
titude of variables: for instance,

AT LEAST since the 17th cen-
tury, when Hobbes wrote his

Leviathan, the idea of a science of
man has fascinated some thinkers.
They would base this science
rigorously on mathematics and
make it as certain as physics in its
predictions about human behaviour.

Some thinkers believe that psy-
chology will explain the behaviour
of men as individuals in terms of
strict causal laws, perhaps express-
ible in mathematics. Others believe
that if the behaviour of the indi-
vidual cannot be pinned down,
that of large groups of people can
be, by statistical analysis.

In recent years considerable con-
troversy has centred around this
question of the statistical investi-
gations of human population, and
the validity of predictions based
on them. How much faith can we
put in these economic, sociologi-
cal, biological and other predic-
tions? Latest discussion of the
question comes from Professor
P. B. Medawar, C.8.E., F.R.S.,
Jodrell Professor of Zoology in
University College, London. He is
speaking on the Reith Lectures,
an annual series of talks originat-
ing on the BBC, and beginning
this Monday night on CBC radio.
The series is called The Future of
Man. Perhaps a quick look at the
background against which Profes-
sor Medawar discusses the ques-
tion will be helpful.

The belief in a science of man
is often strengthened by an analogy
with the physical sciences. For in-
stance . . .

A simplified law from physics;
If you increase the temperature of
a gas by, say, five degrees, the
pressure of that gas against the
walls of its container will increase
by a calculable amount (provided
other things are equal).

A simplified law from economics;
If you increase the supply of a

PROJECT ’6O

HE isn’t a Beat. But he has more intimate knowledge of the Beat Generation, Beatnik philosophy, habits,
hangouts, lingo and probable future than anyone else on this continent. John Hamilton is no

dungaree and sneaker-clad hipster. He is a big, hulking newsman with untidy hair and a stupendous
moustache who has managed to get the confidence of Beats from Greenwich Village to San Francisco, from
Montreal to New Orleans, while travelling on news assignments and a Ford Foundation grant.
Almost a year ago Project ’59 presented his startling, personal account of the Beat Generation.
It sparked a flurry of articles and conjecture about Beats, and listener reaction was overwhelming. Tuesday
night (Jan. 15) Project ’6o—and John Hamilton—take another look at the Beats, and, with the help of
overseas reports, at the Beat atmosphere in London and Paris.
Frank Freedman of the Project ’6O staff who gave us the lowdown on the show, says; “Hamilton makes some
criticism of the Beats, but it isn’t sharp. He believes they’re sick in a sense, but it’s a symptom of a
deeper sickness in the society that has produced them. They have rejected materialism, any form of it, and
although they’re nihilistic, they still feel that their spiritual revolt against society may be the forerunner
of a general spiritual reformation in the U.S.”
He went on to say that “as you’ll hear on the show, Beats can be brilliantly articulate, and although shocking
sometimes make you sit up and think. They believe that the mind exists on several levels, and the
greater part of society is trapped into living and thinking on one level. They justify their use of marijuana
and depressants by saying that these things help them to become aware of and explore the other
five or six levels of the mind.”
The illustrations for Tuesday night’s show are all on-the-spot recordings in the “pads” where Beats five, the
cafes where they drink, and the parties they attend, with the background noises and casual remarks
left just as they fell on the tape-recorder listening inconspicuously nearby.
Kerry Ellard, who reports from the Paris Left Bank and Montmartre, is a young Canadian freelancer who
has been living in Paris for a few years, reporting on and off to CBC radio’s Assignment. Ray Sonin,
who describes the Beat atmosphere in London, is an English novelist, columnist and broadcaster who recently
returned to Britain after three years in Toronto.
The music of the late Charlie “Bird” Parker whom the Beats all idolize is used throughout the show, along
with other “way out” jazz combos. Several poets are heard from: Allen Ginsberg, probably the best known of
the really Beat writers; Gregory Corso, Lawrence Ferlinghetti, Brother Antonius, and Leonard Cohen,
a Montrealer who has just received a Canada Council grant to finance an extended writing-tour of
the Near and Fast East.

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PREMIERES of three unusual
intimate operas will be pre-

sented on CBC Wednesday Night
this week.

They are the Canadian premiere
of Le Diable boiteux (The Devil
in the Bottle) by Jean Frangaix,
sung in French; the world premiere
in English of The Diary of a Mad-
man by Humphrey Searle; and the
Canadian radio premiere of Une
Mesure de Silence (Silent Meas-
ures) by Maurice Blackburn, sung
in French. Charles Houdret will
conduct, and the operas will be
presented in CBC’s Montreal
studios with Hugh Davidson pro-
ducing, Charles Reiner as solo
pianist and repetiteur, and Gilles
Potvin as artistic adviser.

Le Diable Boiteux
Frangaix’ witty chamber opera is

set to the composer’s own adapta-
tion of Lesage’s picaresque tale of
the devil in the bottle. It is night
in Madrid, roughly somewhere be-
tween 1650 and 1760. Don Zam-
bullo, an amorous young student,
makes a hasty exit from his lady-
love’s boudoir, speeded on his way
by some hired thugs. Padding
swiftly across the moonlit roofs he
finds a hiding place in a conveni-
ently empty attic. At least, he
thinks it is empty until he senses
that somebody or something is
there, too. He’s right, and it’s the
Devil, who has been imprisoned in
a bottle by an angry magician. His
curiosity piqued, Zambullo allows
the Devil to escape, and in grati-
tude Old Nick magically opens the
roofs of Madrid and allows him to
see all that goes on there at night.
And then, when this is getting dan-

gerously near the knuckle, he
transports Zambullo to the Witches’
Sabbath. The orgy is in full swing
and everyone in fine fettle when
suddenly the Devil spies the ras-
cally magician who had squeezed
him into the bottle. The magician
claps eyes on the Devil at the same
time, and before you could say
Don Ceophas Zambullo, the Devil
is back in his bottle jail and fight-
ing mad again. As for Zambullo—-
he suddenly finds himself in his
own bed. It is morning, and rather
than get up after such a strenuous
night, he pulls down the blinds,
rolls over and goes to sleep.

Tenor Jean-Paul Jeannotte will
be heard as the Devil, and bari-
tone John Boyden as Don Zambullo
and the narrator.

The engaging spontaneity and
wit of Frangaix’ style is illustrated
in numerous ballets, musical come-
dies, operas, songs and orchestral
works. One of his most successful
creations is Les Demoiselles de la
Nuit, a fantastic ballet about cats,
written to a scenario by Jean
Anouilh. One of the most amusing
is Le Diahle boiteux, first per-
formed privately in 1937 at the
home of the Princess Edmond de
Polignac, and on BBC radio soon
after.

Diary of a Madman
Hermann Scherchen commis-

sioned Humphrey Searle to write
The Diary of a Madman for the
Berlin Festival Week of 1958. It
was first performed there on Oct.
3 of that year, with rave reviews.
Searle adapted the text from
Nicolai Gogol’s grotesque story of
frustration and despair. The scene

is St. Petersburg in 1833. Popoch-
ristin, a middle-aged, unhappy,
ugly clerk in some backwater gov-
ernment department is accused by
his Chief of Section of having
romantic feelings for Sophie, his
Director’s daughter. This in in-
deed true, and the realization that
much as he loves her he could
never aspire to anything as exalted
as flighty young Sophie affects poor
Popochristin’s reason. He stays
away from the office, imagines that
Sophie’s dog is mocking him,
builds up his frustration with im-
possible desire for the girl, and
finally breaks down completely.

Summoned peremptorily to the
office of his Chief -of - Section,
Popochristin countersigns the or-
ders under his new personality—
Ferdinand the Eighth, King of
Spain! and is carted off to the
asylum. There his tortured mind
takes hi s fellow inmates for
Grandees and his Keeper for the
Prime Minister. The Keeper, not
understanding, beats him and
Popochristin cries: “Mother, save
your poor son! Drop a tear on his
aching head! See how they tor-
ment him! Mother, have pity on
your poor, sick little boy!”

Tenor William McGrath will be
heard as Popochristin; soprano
Renee Baumier as Sophie and the
dog Madgie; baritone Napoleon
Bisson as the Chief-of-Section and
the Keeper of the asylum; and
soprano Eve Gagnier as the dog
Fido.

Humphrey Searle is an English
composer who produced BBC
music shows for some years (in-
terupted by service in British In-
telligence and with the paratroops
during the Second World War)
and he later became musical ad-
viser to the Sadler’s Wells Ballet.
He has a fine ear for chamber in-
strumentation, and is perhaps the
best known for his trilogy for voices
and instruments: Gold Coast Cus-
toms, The Riverrun and The
Shadow of Cain, set to words by
Edith Sitwell and James Joyce.

“locals a chance to strut their stuff
in crowd scenes, if not in actual
speaking roles. “They all took to
the job like pros,” Wargon recalls.
Among them was an 85-year-old
woman who played herself in her
own home and did a marvelous
job.

At Armagh, the Presbyterian
home in suburban Toronto for un-
married mothers, professional per-
formers played the roles of the
girls, of course, but the girls were
all intensely interested in the pro-
gress of the film. They would sit
in rows of chairs specially placed
so they could watch the players
representing them, and they fol-
lowed the dialogue and action
closely.

A cameraman was called on for
a feat of courage during filming of
Le Bon Dieu en Taxi, the story of
a group of Montreal priests whose
parishioners are taxi drivers and
their families. These priests drive
cars identical to police cars, with a
siren and flashing red lights, to en-
able them to get to the scene of an
accident as quickly as possible. To
film a necessary sequence in the
drama, cameraman John Foster
crouched beside the driver with his
feet against the instrument panel,
his camera between his knees,
shooting through the windshield.
It was entirely unrehearsed. The
car streaked through the streets at
top speed, weaving among traffic,
braking and turning dangerously,
avoiding accident after accident by
a hair’s breath, while police waved
it through. Foster had to be almost
pried out of his position after the
car stopped. “He was petrified with
fear,” Wargon recalls, “but he got
some exciting and startling feet of
film!”

Sometimes the production crew
rolled their cameras at odd hours.
When making a film about the Sal-
vation Army Officers Training Col-
lege in Toronto’s Davisville district,
in which the big Army band was to
take part, it was found that the
daytime and evening jobs of its
members eliminated any shooting
before midnight. So, at 2 o’clock
in the morning the big band as-

sembled in the street with the
uniformed professional actors, and,
as the cameras ground away,
marched up the road loudly play-
ing Onward Christian Soldiers.

Heritage was planned by W. J.
Dunlop, head of the CBC religious
programs department. Rev. Brian
Freeland, assistant supervisor, and
Helen O’Brien, program organizer,
in co-operation with the National
Religious Advisory Council.

Although each episode is rooted
in a denominational setting, Mr.
Freeland emphasizes that none has
a denominational“pitch.”The dram-
atized problems are common to all
churches, and this year the em-
phasis is on more off-beat aspects
of their work. “We have learned a
good deal from our last series, and
I feel this one is much superior
technically and dramatically
smoother and more professional,”
he says.

The programs will be presented
in the following order;

Jan. 10—The Saints (Anglican). A drama about
an Anglican priest and the spiritual and material
guidance he gives a group of boys in an unusual
club called The Saints.

Jan. 17—A Critical Choice (Lutheran). The
story of a pastor of the Lutheran University Chapel
and his effect on the life of a young and imma-
ture university student.

Jan. 24—The Great In Heart (Salvation Army).
The experiences of an over-zealous girl at the Sal-
vation Army Officers Training College.

Jan. 31—A Sense of Adventure (Roman Catholic).
The story of a co-operative housing movement in
which a priest organizes his parishioners in build-
ing new homes and new lives.

Feb. 7—Morning Watch (Baptist). A docu-
mentary following a boy through his experiences
at a Baptist summer camp, where he discovers
religion to be real and vital.

Feb. 14—I’ll Sing, Not Cry (United Church).
A documentary filmed in Africa, showing how
Christianity comes to an African village with the
guidance and help of the United Church-

Feb. 21—Program cancelled for a special report
on the Winter Conference.

Feb. 28—Armagh (Presbyterian). The dramatic
story of Armagh, a Presbyterian home for un-
married mothers, seen through the experience of
one young resident.

Mar. 6—The Faithful Optimists (Anglican). A
documentary depicting the life of an Anglican
missionary working with the Eskimos in the North.

Mar. 13—Le Bon Dieu en Taxi (Roman Catholic).
Filmed on location in Montreal. The true story of
Rev, Paul Aquin and his church on wheels, which
serves the spiritual, social and material needs of
15,000 taxi drivers and their families.

Mar. 20—Bombshell in Braemar (United Church).
A drama focussing on the country church and its
enriching influence on the lives and faith of
strangers it brings together.

ing libretto by his wife, Marthe.
The story deals with Martine,
who, like most wives, likes pretty
things which are more than her
husband, Antonin, considers he
can afford—especially since he has
developed such miserly inclinations
that he even counts the matches in
the box! Martine plans to buy a
beautiful yellow dress, and her
plot is abetted by Bobino, both as
his own self, an “artistic” photog-
rapher, and as his disguised self,
a learned and insistent doctor. The
scene is a suburb of Montreal
about 1908-1913, and M. Antonin
is described as “a middle-middle-
class French-Canadian.” Written
five years ago, the opera has been
presented in Toronto, and in Mon-

treal on both stage and television.
Its most recent performance was
last summer in a successful run at
Montreal’s St. Helen’s Island
theatre, La Poudriere, with the
same cast as the one you will hear
on CBC Wednesday Night: bass-
baritone Yoland Guerard as An-
tonin; soprano Eve Gagnier as
Martine; and tenor Jean-Paul
Jeannotte as Bobino.

Big Business
Management looks at itself in
six “Explorations” programs,

starting this Wednesday
Particularly since World War II

the economy of the United States
has seen the growth of some vast
commercial corporations. Despite
differing legal and economic fac-
tors in Canada, something of the
same trend is apparent here, both
through the presence of Canadian
affiliates of U.S. parent companies,
and no doubt through the condi-
tions of the post-war Canadian
economic expansion.

This economic phenomenon has
in the States produced a critical
school of thought at times ap-
proaching a mystique among
economists, sociologists and politi-
cal theorists. Such books as The
Organization Man by William H.
Whyte, and The Power Elite by
C. Wright Mills have given popu-
lar expression to these misgivings.

The criticisms come mainly
under three heads; economically,
Big Business is said to negate the
principles of free enterprise be-
cause a condition of its growth is
the elimination of small competi-
tors. Further, as the mammoth
corporations get bigger and fewer,
the possibility of informal restrict-
ive trade agreements between them
allegedly becomes greater, and
anti-trust legislation more difficult
to enforce.
Politically, critics of the great
corporations describe them as anti-
democratic since more and more
economic power seems concen-
trated in fewer and fewer hands.
If, as The Power Elite suggests is
happening in America, top cor-
porative personnel are informally
joining similar-thinking top per-
sonnel of the armed forces and of
politics in a new oligarchy, the
threat to democracy is obvious.

Thirdly, the growth of Big
Business is said to threaten the
integrity of the individual as such
—a threat to the possibility of his
non-conformity and even to his
creativity. For the big corporation
allegedly requires teamwork at
the expense of individual bril-

liance, friendly co-operation at
the expense of the deep-felt emo-
tional spur to succeed and to know
—and this from research scientists
as well as salesmen.

Further, the top business execu-
tive—unlike the entrepreneur of
yesterday—is said to come not from
the most creative (even in the
team sense), nor from the most
brilliant, among an organization’s
personnel. On the contrary, he is
supposed to be the man judged to
possess certain almost mystical
powers of leadership and of mak-
ing executive decisions; the top
executive is allegedly the man
who gets his subordinates to
crystallize in one-page memos the
various alternatives in a given
situation, and then bases his deci-
sion on those memos, thereby
eliminating any need to explore
the situation himself.

So much for one current sociol-
ogical picture of Big Business. How
close does it correspond to the
facts of life in Canadian Big Busi-
ness? How much is myth and how
much is fact?

“The most direct way to obtain
a reliable picture of how big busi-
ness works, and of the problems
facing it, is to give the business
leaders themselves an opportunity
to answer questions,” says Eric
Koch of the CBC talks and public
affairs department. With Reeves
Haggan of the same Department
Koch has conceived and carried
out a series of TV programs called
Big Business, six half-hour films on
the way the Management of large
corporations looks at itself.

Host for Big Business is Ralph
Presgrave of the Institute of Busi-
ness Administration, University of
Toronto; interviewer is Jim Mac-
Dougall, Montreal businessman
and graduate of the Harvard
School of Business Administration;
director is Allan Wargon, who also
directed last year’s highly success-
ful Explorations program, Men at
the Top.

“For this series we filmed 18
separate conversations, then edited
them into an effective whole,”
Koch continued. “Through this
technique we can make points

tremely “approachable” music, and
was a pupil of Nadia Boulanger, as
was another of the composers rep-
resented on Wednesday Night
Jean Frangais. Humphrey Searle,
however, the third composer, in-
habits a completely different world.
His studies were with Gordon
Jacob and John Ireland in London,
from whence he went to the new
Vienna Conservatory, and it was
this period of his life which has
had the greatest influence on him
because it was here that he met
Anton Webern, and it was this in-
fluence which dictated the future
course of his composition.

All Searle’s compositions written
since 1946 use the 12-tone tech-
nique, but strangely enough, the
biggest influence on Searle, next to
Webern, has been the music of
Liszt. It is very hard to reconcile
these two diametrically opposed
styles of composition, but in his
piano sonata, written in 1951 for
the 140th anniversary of Liszt’s
birth, we find a work modelled
closely on Liszt’s own sonatas and
Searle has, in an extremely ingeni-

ous way, used the 12-tone method
and applied it to Liszt’s idea of
thematic transformation within one
large movement. This sonata is one
of the most impressive piano works
written in any country since the
war.

On Monday the CBC Vancouver
Chamber Orchestra will play
Honegger’s Pastorale cPite. Here
again is a work for small orchestra
which won a prize for composition.
Honegger, a French-born composer
of Swiss parentage, will probably
turn out to be one of the greatest
figures of our time. Originally a
member of the group of young
Parisian composers who, during the
First World War, became known
as Les Six, he only entered half-
heartedly into their activities, and
soon went his own way. Probably
his own style was as much German
as French (typifying his Swiss
origin) and this caused him to lose
sympathy with the group.

I was writing in this column
recently regarding “descriptive”

MUSIC ON RADIO
By Boyd Neel

ON WEDNESDAY NIGHT we
can hear three so-called “inti-

mate” operas. The chamber opera
has become extremely popular in
the last 20 years, and the main
reason for this is probably an eco-
nomic one. By the turn of the cen-
tury operatic scores had become
so enormous that it was only a very
few theatres which had an or-
chestra pit capable of seating all
the musicians required. Such works
as Wagner’s “Ring” and Strauss’
Salome and Electra, which need
anything up to 120 musicians, be-
came not only unmanageable as to
space but also completely uneco-
nomical as to finances.

After the First World War
people began to realize that the
day of the vast orchestra was over
and that economic considerations
alone would make composers write
for smaller forces in the future. By
the 1930’s and 40’s this had be-
come an established fact, and we
find composers of every country
writing a great number of these
works.

In the case of Benjamin Britten
it was not only a matter of eco-
nomic necessity but also a question
of touring. His English Opera
Group has toured all over the
world with its repertoire of cham-
ber operas, and these tours would
have been impossible with a larger
group of players. Britten has
achieved almost as much success
with the chamber operas as with
his “grand” operas, although nat-
urally they lack the enormous dra-
matic impact of such works as
Peter Grimes and Billy Budd.

Canadian composers have also
turned to chamber opera, and one
of the works on Wednesday night
is Maurice Blackburn’s Un mesure
de silence. Blackburn writes ex-

Brat Farrar on
Dominion Network

What happened to the heir of
Latchetts? And who is Brat Farrar?
These two questions form the basis
of the mystery in an ingenious four-
part BBC drama serial beginning this
Sunday on the CBC Dominion Net-
work. Cyril Wentzel adapted it from
the novel by Josephine Tey, and
Frank Duncan is heard as Brat Farrar.

At the age of 13 Patrick Ashby,
the elder of twins, disappeared and
was presumed to have committed
suicide. The story of Brat Farrar be-
gins eight years later, a short time
before the surviving twin, Simon, is
due to celebrate his 21st birthday and
come into his inheritance, a house
and a stud-farm in the English coun-
tryside.

The plans for the coming-of-age
celebrations are shattered by the ar-
rival of a young man claiming to be
Patrick Ashby. This is Brat Farrar, a
foundling who, at an early age, ran
away to the United States, where he
worked with horses for years, and
has only just returned to England.
His physical resemblance to Simon is
remarkable, and the whole family
accepts him as the long-lost heir, with
one exception—his “brother” Simon,
who remains a coldly implacable
enemy.

music and expressing the opinion
that music could not “describe”
material objects but could only in-
dulge in literal representation of
sounds or evoke emotions conjured
up by material things. Honegger

was one of the few composers who
ever managed to write a piece of
literal representation which also be-
came good music in its own right.
I refer to the workknown as Pacific
231. This refers to a type of rail-
way locomotive, and in this famous
piece Honegger makes poetry out
of the crude noises of the rail-
road track. The work remains an
isolated masterpiece and he never
equalled it. His original intention
was to write a series of what he
called “Mouvements Symphoni-
ques,” each of which would have
its own title. Pacific 231 was the
first of this series, and Mouvement
Symphonique No. 2, which he
wrote in 1928, was called Rugby.
In this he endeavoured to capture
the emotions of a football game in
music, but he found that Pacific
231 was to remain the freak that
it will always be, and the third of
the series was merely entitled
Mouvement Symphonique No. 3.
Honegger thus admitted defeat and
acknowledged, in doing this, that
music must remain just “itself” to
be of any lasting value.

whether the supply is a near
monopoly or free; whether the
market is saturated or not; whether
all members of the market know
about the increased supply or not,
and so on. These many variables
make it difficult to discover statis-
tical laws about people; econom-
ists, sociologists, and political
theorists are notoriously cautious
in predicting coming events—and
when not cautious, often glaringly
wrong.

The question then becomes: are
these difficulties that face the
social scientists merely technical
difficulties which future refine-
ments of statistical methods will
overcome? Will statistical analysis
some day catch all human variable
in its mathematical net? If we can
already sometimes predict how
large groups of people will act,
will the day come when we can
always so predict, and thereby con-
trol, the course of human society?

Many people including many
social scientists—would answer yes
to this last question. Quite apart
from moral or theological argu-
ments, it may be that predictions
about a man’s behaviour always
carry with them the seed of their
own falsification. For as soon as a
man knows of the prediction about

him, perhaps he can always act
just so as to falsify it, out of pure
cussedness. Some pollsters are
already finding that people are be-
ginning deliberately to answer the
poll questions one way and act in
another.

So much for the general back-
ground of what has sometimes been
called scientism. In his talks, Pro-
fessor Medawar discusses his own
subject of biology. In his first lec-
ture he says:

“I first thought of attempting a
grand prophetic statement about
man’s future as Homo sapiens ■ . .

(but) the more I have studied
these problems I am going to talk
about, the more deeply I became
convinced that the opinions of the
learned are often much less inter-
esting than the reasoning that
professes to uphold them; and in
the outcome I decided that these
lectures were to be about the
process of foretelling rather than
what is actually foretold.”

Professor Medawar calls his first
lecture The Fallibity of Prediction
and considers some past and cur-
rent predictions about population
growth, particularly in England.
He then discusses The Meaning of
Fitness from the biological point
of view which is not the everyday
meaning of “fitness.” Are we be-
coming less “fit” in some sense?—
In the third lecture Professor
Medawar asks whether, by select-
ive breeding, we can arrive at
some sort of generally excellent
population and suggests there are
certain genetic Limits of Improve-
ment.

In The Genetic System of Man
Professor Medawar talks of the
biological effects of factors like
man’s choice of marriage partners,

of the practice of birth control,
even of some types of legislation.
Is there any truth in the belief
that people of mediocre intelli-
gence are biologically fitter than
the mentally brighter elements of
a population? Professor Medawar
uses this example in Intelligence
and Fertility to show how great is
the need for care when examining
such statistical evidence. In this
particular case, the evidence is by
no means conclusive, he points out.
In his final lecture, The Future of
Man, Professor Medawar will de-
scribe how it is that the human
brain has come to give man his
special status in the organic world.
Because of the unique properties
of this “biological device,” it is
possible that man can envisage a
new, non-genetic type of evolution
in the future.

In an article in the BBC pub-
lication, Radio Times, Sir Solly
Zuckerman, an eminent British
scientist, wrote, “Fifteen years ago
Professor Medawar concluded one
of his essays titled Old Age and
Natural Death, by pointing out
that the age spectrum of the
population, that is to say, the pro-
portion of its members within each
age group of life, is in many coun-
tries slowly shifting towards old
age. In 40 years’ time, he pointed
out, we are bound to be a victim
of at least a numerical tyranny of
greybeards—‘a matter which does
not worry me personally.’ Profes-
sor Medawar went on to say,

‘since I rather hope to be among
their numbers.’ Professor Medawar
has 25 years to go before he joins
the ranks of the greybeards—but
his past achievement is more than
sufficient promise that he is already
able to maintain the high tradition
of the Reith Lectures.”

Professor Medawar has occu-
pied his present post since 1951.
He was educated at Marlborough
and Magdalene College, Oxford,
where he began his research work
and ultimately became a fellow of
his college. Abroad he has been
Prather Lecturer at Harvard Uni-
versity in 1949, Chaffer Lecturer
at Otago University in 1956, and
Harvey Lecturer, New York, in
1957 when he became a Foreign
Member of the New York Aca-
demy of Science. He has made a
significant contribution to the
scientific study of growth, ageing
and immunity.

Professor Medawar is married
and has four children, one of
whom recently graduated in Eng-
lish at Cambridge. He is a keen
opera-goer and village cricketer,
with a taste for works on logic in
his recreational reading.

The Reith Lectures, named after
the BBC’s first director general
and given each year by an acknowl-
edged authority in one particular
field, have been broadcast annually
since 1948.

“Looking back it seems impos-
sible to conceive that any other
broadcast lectures could have im-
mediately captured the public
imagination on so vast a scale as
did the first lectures which were
delivered by Bertrand Russell, and
as has been the case with every

most always sympathetic to his
wife’s bright ideas. And that was
how Mrs. McEnaney set out on
an adventure that has taken her
coast to coast and half way round
the world, introduced her to hun-
dreds of interesting people, and
has been so much fun that she is
kicking herself for not heading
into it sooner.

Marjorie went full steam ahead.
To her advantage was the fact
that she knows Canada and Cana-
dians well—she crossed the coun-
try 19 times back in the 1930’s as
business manager for Canadian
Chautauquas (a series of travelling
dramatic and musical shows) and
as sales promotion manager for
Elizabeth Arden. But more im-
portant, she had been program
organizer in the CBC talks and
public affairs department for 15
years and knew the do’s and
don’ts of planning radio docu-
mentaries, talks and interviews on
current affairs, human relations,
and umpteen other topics of wide
general interest. “Every time I
discussed a program with a free-
lancer,” she says, “I itched to get
my hands on the equipment and
do the show myself. One day the
urge became overpowering, and I
took the jump,”—and then realized
that she had had no broadcasting
experience and the intricacies of
tape-recorders were a puzzle.

To her rescue came George
Penny, supervising technician in
the CBC radio recording room in
Toronto, who advised her on buy-
ing machines and soundproofing
her studio, and CBC producers
who helped with voice production.
When she had assembled all she

needed, and Vince and their 15-
year-old son, Frank, had inspected
and approved her attractive, busi-
ness-like studio, she sat down and
toted up her expenses. $2,000! She
was in over her ears and scared.

Apprehensively she went round
to the CBC and came away with a
request to prepare two programs
for the farms and fisheries depart-
ment: The Rural Village and The
Small Farmer. Before she had a
chance to get cold feet she grabbed
her portable tape-recorder and
went to stay with a farm family
near Dundalk, Ontario. Her prac-
tical but persuasive manner won

an illuminating series on the War-

On Prairie Sports Final . . .

Toronto sportswriter Trent Frayne, one of the regular contributors
to CBC radio’s Prairie Sports Final (Saturdays), was “bom in Brandon
a long time ago.” Following a year in the Winnipeg bureau of the
Canadian Press, he spent four years at the Winnipeg Tribune (as a sports
writer), another four on the Toronto Globe and Mail (as a reporter),
and another four in the Toronto Telegram’s sports department. He was
a copy editor for Maclean’s Magazine for one year, and a freelance com-
mentator on CBC radio’s Sports Page from 1952 to 1955.

Frayne’s recent story on the Grey Cup in Maclean’s was his 97th in
that magazine. (The first, a story on Turk Broda, was published 20
years ago). He has also written for the Saturday Evening Post (his most
recent article, on Dickie Moore, is in the Jan. 2 issue). Colliers, True,
Sports Illustrated, “and most of the Canadian mags.” A new book. The
Queen’s Plate (“which oddly enough is a history of the Queen’s Plate”)
has just been published.

might never be enticed into a
studio. But she prefers the studio
because “it’s quieter, more private
and the electric machine there will
record for an hour without having
to be checked. I find that having
to interrupt the interview to put
on a new tape sometimes stops the
flow of conversation just when it is
getting interesting. The same thing
can happen when you ask too
many questions, direct the con-
versation too much, or when some-
one in an upstairs apartment
throws a whiskey bottle down the
garbage chute nearby!”

The sound on tapes can be wiped
off and the tape used again, and
every freelancer is haunted by the
fear that he or she will accidentally
wipe off a first-rate interview.
When Marjorie was editing one of
her programs on marriage coun-
selling she found she had wiped
the first four minutes and was
nearly in tears until she played the
tape through again and found that
cutting those four minutes was
just what the program needed!
That series had another happy
ending. Marjorie arranged for
separate interviews with a hus-
band and wife who were thinking
of breaking up. Neither found out
what the other had said until they
heard the broadcast. Afterward the
husband wrote to Marjorie to say
that hearing what each other had
to say had given them a better per-
spective on their problems and
they were making great strides in
patching up their marriage.

We wanted to know if Marjorie
felt that freelancing had affected
her personally. She thought for a
minute, and then her eyes began
to twinkle. “As a program organ-

izer for CBC I’d never thought of
myself as a performer,” she told
us, “and my ego had to have
sturdy reins on it—but now it s
rampant! I worry more about my
clothes, hair and voice. But I have
enough sense of humour to realize
when I’m becoming impossible,
and I take myself sternly in hand!”

She looks as if freelancing is
paying off handsomely in health
and happiness, but how about
financially? “Well,” she told us
frankly, “I’ve had as much work as
I can handle, and I’m out of the
red, but I couldn’t support a
family on what I’ve made. If I
didn’t have the security of an in-
surance-executive husband, I could
never have tackled the job. I hope
the day is coming when freelance
interviewers will be paid as the full-
time professionals they are.” Would
she take the leap again, knowing

all the hurdles, exhausting work
and living-out-of-a-suitcase in-
volved? “You bet I would!” she
said. “It’s stimulating and I love
it.”
