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Paul to His Churches
MARCH 29th CBC Wednesday
Night presents the first of six in-
vestigations of St. Paul and his
Epistles, which are recognized as
masterpieces of world literature
and fountainheads of Christian
doctrine.

Paul to His Churches will be a
series of talks by the Reverend Dr.
Francis Wright Beare, professor of
New Testament studies at Trinity
College, University of Toronto.
Dr. Beare is an internationally-
known Biblical scholar whose new
commentary of Paul’s Epistle to
the Philippians has had world-wide
acclaim. Some of his references in
these talks will be from the new
Oxford translation of the Bible.

The St. John Passion
The custom of reciting the pas-

sion story during Holy Week can
be traced back to the fourth cen-
tury at least. By the 15th century
it was usual for the story to be
presented by three clergy plus a
tenor narrator, a bass voice repre-
senting Christ, and an alto singer
playing the crowd. By the 16th
century the role of the crowd was
being sung by three or more voices.

With the work of Bach in the
18th century the passion reached
its artistic peak. By his time, the
passion had begun to borrow secu-
lar forms, such as the aria and
recitative, from the oratorio.

Bach kept this form but height-
ened its spiritual quality and rein-
stated the Bible narrative. He wrote
four large-scale passions. Most
musical scholars agree that the one
according to St. Matthew is the
greatest work of its kind ever writ-
ten—technically, emotionally and
devotionally.

Ranking just slightly below it
as a work of genius is the St. John

Revelation of a Divine Love

Dame Julian of Norwich was a
14th-century mystic who lived to

be 100 and who spent a great part
of that time as a recluse in a cell
attached to the south side of the
chancel of the church of St. Julian
in Norwich, England.

There on May Bth, 1373, when
she was 30, a strange thing hap-
pened to her. She had taken ill of
an unknown ailment and on the
fourth night church officials so de-
spaired of her life that they had a
chaplain administer the last rites
of the Church to her. Three days
later she was still alive but so
weak and confused that she thought
sometimes she had died, and so
did those who were taking care of
her.

Then suddenly the pain left
her, she became immobile, and all
around her became dark, except
for a light “on the image of the
Cross.” She saw “the red blood
trickling down under the Garland
... as it were in the time of His
Passion,” and learned “how God is
to us everything that is good ten-
derly wrapping us.”

In a series of 15 remarkable
revelations she discovered much
about the meaning of life and
death, of Christ’s sacrifice on the
Cross.

“And,” she said, “I saw full
surely that ere God made us He
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loved us; which love was never
slacked, nor ever shall be. And in
this love He hath done all His
works; and in this love He hath
made all things profitable to us;
and in this love our fife is everlast-
ing. In our making we had begin-
ning; but the love wherein He
made us was in Him from without
beginning; in which love we have
our beginning. And all this shall
we see in God, without end.”

She described her experience in
a mystical treatise called the
Revelations of Divine Love. Read-
ings from this inspiring work will
be read on CBC Wednesday Night,
March 29th, by actress Beth
Lockerbie.

Wigmaker Busy for
"Great Expectations"

Last seen as Little Buttercup in
Tyrone Guthrie’s production of
H.M.S. Pinafore, telecast on Fes-
tival ’6l last October, she is identi-
fied with a number of Gilbert and
Sullivan roles in past CBC-TV
productions. This summer she will
play a lead role in Guthrie’s new
production of The Pirates of Penz-
ance at the Stratford Festival.

TV and Radio Scripts
The CBC Script Department reads

more than 500 scripts on an average
each month.

FRED DAVIS made his start in showbusiness as a trumpeter under such
big-name bandleaders as Ellis McLintock and Jack Kane. Now one of the
top television emcees on the continent, Fred still finds his musical skill—-
and his union card—come in handy on occasions.

“Sometimes a producer likes to have the show’s emcee ‘ham it up’
with the musicians, by wielding a drumstick, or some such trick. This
would be impossible for anyone not carrying a union card,” Fred told us
last week when he was in Winnipeg.

“Just recently, though, one such trick caused me some embarrassment
on a local show in Toronto. At the end of the program, I was supposed
to come on stage with a trumpet and complain, T never get to play this
thing any more,’ proceeding to play a few bars.

“But somehow the show was through early, and although sorely out of
practice, I had to blast away for three or four minutes. It was pretty bad!”

But whether his trumpet playing has gone sour or not, the career for
which Fred Davis is most famous continues to reach new heights. He
is most noted as moderator of Front Page Challenge, a program which
has helped to earn him the Liberty Magazine emcee award for the past
four years. Audiences also remember him as emcee of Open House for
four years until June of last year, arid before that, as host of the National
Film Board documentary On the Spot, which was renamed Perspective,
running from 1953 to 1956.

Fred’s career branched south of the border in September, 1958, when
he became co-host of the NBC-TV quiz show Brains and Brawn. “The
show had a rather short run, however, because of the quiz show scandals
at that time. (“Our show was strictly honest,” he hurriedly adds.) “But
I’m glad it didn’t continue, because it appeared that in accepting it,
along with Front Page Challenge and Open House, I had bit off more
than I could chew.”

Fred continues a highly lucrative career in the U.S. as a commercial
announcer. After international auditions, he was selected to handle the
corporate commercials for the Westinghouse Corporation, last fall. The
position took him to the Republican presidential convention in Chicago,
and the Democratic convention in Los Angeles, but now he is required
to fly to New York only once or twice a month, where the commercials
are video-taped. -

to Hollywood. “I want to maintain my present career; as an emce6—it’s
more interesting—and continue using the commercials field for gravy>

ties of the crust and of the under-
lying rock known as the mantle.

The boundary between the crust
and the mantle is known as the
Mohorovicic Discontinuity (or,
Moho for short), after the Yugoslav
seismologist whose studies of earth-
quake waves first indicated its
existence. Hence, the expression
Project Mohole.

Scientific guidance will be pro-
vided by a committee with the
unlikely name of The American
Miscellaneous Society (AMSOC).
This is a formal committee of the
National Academy of Sciences
National Research Council, a
private organization. Preliminary
studies are being supported in part
by funds of the National Science
Foundation, a U.S. government
agency.

Project Mohole will be the sub-
ject of this Sunday’s The Nature of
Things on CBC-TV. Appearing on
the programme will be Dr. Willard
Bascom of the Academy—Research
Council, director of the project. It
will be one of the few times Dr.
Bascom has publicly discussed the
project.

Dr. J. Tuzo Wilson, head of the
department of geophysics at the
University of Toronto and former
president of the International
Union of Geodesy and Geophysics,
also will be a guest. Host of the
series is Professor Donald Ivey of
the University of Toronto.

“The successful accomplishment
of this exploration will be a remark-
able example of co-operation be-
tween engineers and research
scientists,” said Dr. Detlev W.
Bronk, president of the Academy-
Research Council, when the experi-
mental programme was confirmed
recently,

“Extraordinary engineering dif-
ficulties must be overcome; if they
are surmounted we shall acquire
fundamental information regarding
the structure, composition and
history of the earth on which we
live.”

Preliminary drilling will begin
shortly off the coast of lower Cali-

BY DRILLING a hole approxi-
mately six inches in diameter and
four miles deep through the earth’s
crust under the ocean, scientists
hope to gain a better understand-
ing of the history of the oceans,
climatic changes and the evolution
of life.

The actual drilling of this hole,
known as Project Mohole, is not
expected to begin for several years
and will depend upon the outcome

of experimental drilling, subsequent
engineering and design studies and
site surveys. Within the next month
or so, however, an experimental
deep-sea drilling programme is
scheduled to begin to test equip-
ment and techniques for possible
use in Project Mohole.

The ultimate goal of the project
is to drill through the earth’s crust
under the ocean to determine the
composition and physical proper-
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fornia and then work will shift to
a test site near Guadalupe Island,
off the western coast of Mexico, in
12,000 feet (about 2.3 miles) of
water. Previous drilling has been
confined to water depths of several
hundred feet.

The eventual Mohole may be
drilled in water as much as three
miles deep into a thickness of about
four miles of crustal rock. The
deepest hole yet drilled on land,
according to the National Science
Foundation, is just over 25,000
feet 4.7 miles in depth. The
reason for drilling the Mohole at
sea is because scientific research
has shown that the crust is similar
to an iceberg—the more there is
above the surface, the more there
is below. Therefore, where the
crust is highest (mountains) it is
also thickest and where it is lowest
(beneath the deepest seas) it is also
thinnest.

“There are similarities between
our project and the drilling of an
oil well,” says Dr. Bascom.

The Mohole will be drilled by
the same method used to drill an
oil well. A cutting tool is fastened
to the bottom of an upright length
of iron pipe. The pipe is turned
by an engine, causing the tool to
cut or drill its way into the earth.
As the tool goes down deeper, the
driller screws a second length of
pipe to the top end of the first,
then a third length, and so on.

“Instead, however, of having our
rig on solid soil, we’ll have it
attached to the deck of a sea-going
barge, the Cuss I,” explains Dr.
Bascom.

This will pose technical prob-
lems. The drill pipe must dangle
the combined length of the water
depth and the hole depth. The
barge must remain close enough to
a point over the hole so that the
pipe does not snap. And the whole
operation must be able to weather
heav)f seas.

Dr. Bascom will explain on the
television programme how the men
involved in Project Mohole hope
they have solved these problems.
The programme is written by John
Irwin and produced by Norm
Caton. David Walker is pro-
gramme organizer.

HERMANN GRESSIEKER, a con-
temporary German playwright, has
put Henry VIII in a new light.

While most playwrights have
dealt with Henry in a strictly his-
torical sense, Gressieker resurrects
him in Royal Gambit as a present-
day king in a plot frought with
symbolism and philosophical de-
bate. He has propelled Henry and
all his wives into an age of hydro-
gen bombs and electronic com-
puters.

Royal Gambit, a success of the
contemporary German theatre and
well-received off Rroadway in
1959, is being produced for the

first time on television. It will be
seen this Monday on CRC-TV’s
Festival ’6l. Donald Malcolm,
writing in The New Yorker while
Royal Gambit was playing at the
Sullivan Street Playhouse in March,
1959, said;

“Gressieker argues that the
political, scientific and military
horrors of this century are attribut-
able to the Rennaissance, when
men threw off the fear of God and
sought to command their own
destinies.

HENRY VIII and H-BOMBS

Henry VIII and all his wives appear in an unusual play, “Royal Gambit,”
Monday, on Festival ’6l. Albert Dekker plays the bestial king, while other

stars are Katherine Blake, Tani Seitz, Kate Reid and Diana Maddox.

“To establish the point, he has
resurrected Henry VIII and all six
of his talkative wives. Sometimes
these ladies further the author’s
argument by addressing the audi-
ence directly and sometimes by
psychoanalyzing the King to his
face.

“Henry, for his part, represents
not so much the historicalTudor as
the spirit of humanism, which in
Herr Gressieker’s view is wilful,
proud, hypocritical and cruel.
Henry’s only redeeming feature, if
one can call it that, is the great
pleasure he takes in having his own
way and in celebrating ‘the new
age’.

“In the first act we find him
rejoicing in the Copernican theory
of the universe. In the last act, he
is expressing his delight at the
conquest of disease and the exten-
sion of the life span to 59 years.
He mentions the Korean War and
the increasing prominence of Asia
in world affairs. He is conversant
with the hydrogen bomb and elec-
tronic calculators and he looks for-
ward eagerly to the colonization
of the stars.”

apparatus and atmosphere of the
modern theatre would be quite
inappropriate. By turning it into a
musical pageant for children, sup-
ported by a bass (Noah), a con-
tralto (Mrs. Noah) and a handful
of professional instrumentalists to
lead an amateur orchestra, Britten
has not merely produced a good
school opera; he has alighted on
what is clearly the ideal musical
expression of the essentially child-
like (though not, of course, in any
way childish) spirit of the drama.

“Indeed, its very effectiveness
as an opera for children to perform
lies precisely in the fact that this is
not ‘an opera for children,’ but a
wholly appropriate and deeply
moving setting of the Biblical
tale . .

.

“In an age when music seems to
grow steadily more elaborate, com-
plex and forbidding, Britten pre-
serves an ability to conjure up
ideas so utterly simple that one
wonders how it can be that no one
has alighted on them before, but
that are none the less quite with-
out triteness or banality.”

The work tells the story of Noah
embarking in the Ark and surviv-
ing the flood. The Chester Miracle
plays were written by ordinary
people for performance by the
craftsmen and tradesmen and their
families; properties and scenic de-
vices, though carefully worked out,
had to be extremely simple, and
the presentation, on a cart which
moved round the town and neigh-
bouring villages, was unsophisti-
cated, with an audience rapport
much greater than can exist in
regular theatre.

Britten has kept this simplicity
and rapport by a number of tech-
niques. For instance, he makes ex-
tensive use of child performers. The
soloists, in the roles of Noah’s sons,
Shem, Ham and Japheth and their
wives, are all children. The entire
chorus of the animals is also made
up of children and the orchestra
itself needs only 10 professional
players to lead the large body of
child instrumentalists.

Baritone Heinz Rehfuss, from Switzerland, and soprano Joan
Sutherland, from Australia, provide an international sampling

of talent for CBC Radio listeners this week

THIS WEEK CBC radio presents
recitals by two operatic and con-
cert singers of international fame:
Swiss-born baritone Heinz Rehfuss
and Australian soprano Joan Suth-
erland.

Rehfuss has an operatic reper-
toire of 90 roles, of which Mozart’s
are his favourite. But he is a well-
known champion of contemporary
works, too, and frequently sings in
untried operas.

“I suppose I am a curious per-
son,” he says, “because I am not
satisfied to stay with the standard
operatic repertoire. The classic
works are wonderful, but I think
an artist must also go with his
time.”

Of course this is a bit of a
gamble, he feels, because “you
never know whether a new opera
is going to be a lasting contribution
to the operatic repertoire, or

whether it will be a fiasco. But 1
have taken chances before and I
feel obliged to try new things all
the time” such as Alban Berg’s
Lulu and Bartok’s Bluebeard’s
Castle.

He enjoys breaking new ground
in recitals, too—has given first per-
formances of songs by Stravinsky,
Berg, Arthur Honegger, Frank
Martin, Liebermann and others.
Tuesday night on CBC radio he
will be heard in a recital featuring
works by two of these contem-
porary composers; Six Monologues
from Martin Hofmannsthal’s Every-
man, and Petit Corns de Morale by
Honegger. He will be accompanied
by Mario Bernardi. The program
was recorded last fall when Reh-
fuss came to Canada to sing the
leading role of the Count in the
Canadian Opera Company’s per-
formance of Mozart’s The Marriage
of Figaro.

He first made his reputation as
principal baritone with the Zurich
Opera, where he still sings fre-
quently, as well as in most of the
major opera houses and festivals
of Europe. He is also versatile in
recital work and oratorios, and is
famous for his interpretation of
German lieder. He has toured all
European countries, Israel, North
Africa, and North America, and is
a well-known recording artist under
six labels. Each year he holds a
series of master classes at Darm-
stadt, Germany.

Joan Sutherland is busy reviving
difficult old works that have been
gathering dust for years because
there was no one with the special
combination of voice and person-
ality necessary to do them justice.
She not only sings them in the
grand manner, she adds vocal acro-
batics that have not been heard for
decades.

“I want to sing those mouldy old
chestnuts,” she told an interviewer
recently. “I love all those demented
old dames of the old operas. All

YOUR FAVOURITE PROGRAMS

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right, so they’re loony. The music’s
wonderful and I want to go on
singing them.” She does so in a big,
full-throated style not usually at-
tempted by coloraturas.

Miss Sutherland made her debut
at 21 in her native Sydney in a con-
cert performance of the difficult
Dido and Aeneas. She continued to
sing in concerts and oratorios, and
within the next three years won
two substantial prizes which
helped finance a trip to Britain in
1951. Covent Garden signed her
up and soon she made headlines
with operatic performances there
and at Glyndebourne. In London
she met a childhood friend, Aus-
tralian pianist Richard Bonynge,
and they wete married in 1954. He
has become her manager and ac-
companist, and appears with her in
the Celebrity Concert on CBC
Wednesday Night. She will sing
arias from Atalanta, Rodelinda,
Alcina, La Molinara, Lucia di Lam-
mermoor and Rosina, the famous
mad scene from Thomas’ Hamlet,
and groups of old familiar songs.

Two years ago Miss Sutherland
suddenly attained the rare stature
of diva with startling success in
Lucia di Lammermoor at the Paris
Opera. Now opera houses all over
the world are competing for her
time, as well as concert halls and
radio.

She is constantly on the go but
for a month each year she insists
on resting her voice by not singing
a note. This is not her first visit to
Canada. She made her North
American debut three years ago at
the Vancouver Festival, as Donna
Anna in Don Giovanni.

School Broadcasts
School broadcasts have been defined

as programs specially planned by ex-
perts to suit the needs of the teacher,
and presented at times when students
can take advantage of them in their
classrooms. The Departments of
Education, who plan the broadcasts,
also bear part of their cost. The CBC
is responsible for taking the plans
decided upon by educational author-
ities and presenting them in an appro-
priate radio or TV form. CBC works
in daily close contact with depart-
mental officials and teachers.

William Blake

Poet, Artist, and Hothead
The strange hut talented poet-artist William Blake is the subject
of a CBC Radio presentation on Wednesday Night, April 5

WILLIAM BLAKE was an unusual
combination—a hot-headed mystic
who could be producing art or
poetry of translucent beauty one
minute, or flailing someone with
his tongue or his fists the next.

He was a natural rebel, like many
geniuses. But being born out of his
time he was considered a crack-pot
by some. The fact that he and his
wife liked to sunbathe nude in the
garden while reading Milton aloud
did nothing to dispel this notion.
He claimed that the spirit of Milton
had entered his body and was help-
ing to inspire him.

When Blake was a small child
he said that he frequently saw
angels as he tramped over the
fields around London, and that
they often sat on the head of his
bed. At four he insisted that he
saw God put His head in the win-
dow, that Ezekiel often paid him
visits. In adulthood, when some
friends and associates had treated
him badly, he took himself off into

the happier world of his imagina-
tion, and found comfort among the
angels.

Although Blake spent a good
part of his life with strained
finances, he began it comfortably
enough in London’s Soho in 1757,
the son of a prosperous hosier. Edu-
cated at home, he grew up in a
personal isolation that encouraged
his liking for fantasy. By the time
he was 10 his artistic talent was so
obvious that his father enrolled him
in Pars’ drawing academy in the
Strand, the best art school of his
day, bought a variety of casts for
him to work with, and gave him a
handsome allowance which enabled
the boy to become a collector of
prints in a small way.

When he was 14 his father paid
the then whopping price of 50
guineas to apprentice him to the
engraver Basire for seven years.
During the summers he concen-
trated on drawing gothic sculpture

Negro Worship in London. Dr.

Rosey Pool has taken her tape re-
corder to churches of different
denominations in London where the
congregations are mainly Negro.

in the lonely dimness of old Lon-
don churches, Westminster Abbey
in particular.

To round off his education at 21
he studied briefly at the new Royal
Academy School, but he was too
individual an artist and a person to
see eye to eye with orthodox
artists. He left the Academy so fed
up that he stopped drawing from
living models, relied entirely on his
imagination, and his work got more
and more abstract.

He set himself up in a small way
as an engraver for book sellers and
was soon doing a steady trade. A
short time later, at 22, he fell in
love, but she laughed when he pro-
posed, and that was that. Later
when dining with friends he told
his sad tale of unrequited love and
one of them, Catherine Boucher, a
Battersea gardener’s daughter, said
that she felt sorry for him. “Do you
indeed? Then I love you for it,” he
told her. They were married soon
afterwards, and apparently it was
a very happy marriage. She was
completely illiterate, but he taught
her to read and write and even to
take off prints and help to colour
his engravings.

Ever since boyhood he had writ-
ten poetry—some of his best-known
work dates from his 12th and 14th
years and in 1783 a couple of
wealthy patrons helped him publish
his first volume, Poetical Sketches.

Some two years later he was able
to set up in partnership as a print-
seller and engraver. His favourite
brother, Robert, went to live with
him, but died in 1787. Blake was
so broken up by this loss that he
closed his shop. He lived in Lam-
beth for the next 13 years. There
he completed his second volume of
poems, Songs of Innocence, but
could find no publisher. He had a
dream in which his dead brother
suggested the idea of engraving the
poems in relief on copper plate
with attractive decorations and
then colouring the prints. After that
nearly all his work appeared in this
style, which resembled medieval
illuminated manuscripts.

He had met the famous artist
Flaxman, whom he greatly admired,
but who treated him with lordly
contempt. Flaxman introduced him
to a wealthy squire, William Hay-
ley, who rather fancied himself as a
connoisseur of poetry and art.
Hayley suggested Blake install him-
self (with his wife) in a cottage on
his estatedn Sussex. At first Blake
delighted in the tranquil freedom
of country life. But eventually his
role on the estate turned into noth-
ing but a court jester, and although
he was polite to Hayley, his temper
smouldered, and he gave vent to
his feelings in his private journals
with satiric verses that put Hayley
firmly in his place.

Back in London he had a tough
time earning a living. He made
some of his most famous plates
during these years but after 1783
the 1 Royal Academy accepted his
work for exhibit only once, in 1809,
and the show was a failure.

When his heart grew weak he
took to his bed but continued to
draw and write. Because he had
lived so long on intimate terms (so
he said) with the angels, death did
not worry him. He looked on it
merely as going from one room into
another. He spent his last day sing-
ing softly to himself. And the first
of England’s romanticists died
quietly at 69.

The many facets of his unusual
personality, his daring, his genius,
and the prophetic nature of his
philosophy, as revealed in his jour-
nals and letters, will be explored
on CBC Wednesday Night this
week week, in a radio program pre-
pared by Canadian poet James
Reaney.

In the New York Times, Brooks
Atkinson said that Gressieker pre-
sents Henry as a “symbol of mod-
em man, and regards his age as a
parody of modern times.”

“Although Henry VIII was a
lecher and monster,” wrote Atkin-
son, “Herr Gressieker has not for-
gotten one other thing: Henry was
a real king. He governed his
people. He was in the main-stream
of the intellectual life of his time
and he provoked intellectual argu-
ments.”

“Herr Gressieker is interested
primarily in Henry’s philosophical
schemes for justifying his barbaric
behaviour. Like a character in a
comedy by Shaw, Henry always
has the most fervent moral reasons
for getting what he wants. Intel-
lectually he is as innocent as a boy.”

Dr. Geoffrey Fisher, the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, recently

completed a tour of the Holy Land,
the Middle East and Rome. A
filmed record of this tour and of
the Archbishop’s meetings with
important church representatives
will be seen on a British film, en-
titled Journey of Understanding.

The story of the life of Christ
from Birth to Crucifixion as re-
corded in Negro spirituals, will be
told on Were You There?, a Van-
couver production. Soloist Eleanor
Collins and the Phyllis Inglis
Singers will perform the music,
making use of sections of the New
Testament as transitional material,
read by Howard Fair.

A meditation for Good Friday,
on the theme of Christ as the Lamb
of God, will be presented in a pro-
gram entitled Behold, the Lamb.
Percy Rodriguez, Barry Morse,
Gillie Fenwick and Henry Comor
will provide narration, based on the
story of the Passion, from the
Gospels (principally St. John),
and prophetic writings from the
Old Testament relating to Holy
Week. Illustrating the texts will be
a mosaic of famous paintings by
Flemish, German and Italian mas-
ters.

A 90-minute dramatization of
the events leading up to the Cruci-
fixion will be seen next. The play,
Dorothy L. Sayer’s The Man Born
to he King, is set against the back-

ground of Jerusalem at the time
of the Passover and shows Christ’s
entry into the city on Palm Sun-
day, the Last Supper and the be-
trayal and arrest in the Garden of
Gethsemane.

Radio
On CBC Trans-Canada radio

network, Music for Good Friday
will be heard in the morning, per-
formed by violinist Albert Pratz,
pianist Leo Barkin, guitarist Stan
Wilson, harpist Donna Hossack
and soprano Esther Ghan.

Music for choir and organ will
be heard next, when the Salt Lake
City Tabernacle Choir presents 15
minutes of music appropriate to
Good Friday.

Seven clergymen from cities
across Canada will present a medi-
tation on the Passion of Our Lord,
based on the Seven Last Words
from the Cross. The program, en-
titled They Watched Him There,
will include recorded hymns and
motets.

Prairie Playhouse will present
The Prince of Darkness, a special
Good Friday play written by Rev.
Brian Freeland, assistant super-
visor of religious programs for
CBC. The play deals with Judas
and the events of the first Good
Friday.

The Renaissance Singers, directed
by Donald Mackey, will present a
program of hymns and anthems
appropriate to Good Friday and
the last program in a daily five-part
series presented during Holy Week
will be the Passion narrative from
the Gospel According to St. John.
In these broadcasts, excerpts are
read from the Gospels of St. Mat-
thew, Mark, Luke and John as
published in the New English
Bible.

A special documentary about the
famous United States singer and
humanitarian, Marian Anderson,
will be heard in the evening.

An hour-long BBC transcription
will be heard featuring the per-
formances of two sacred works—
Stahet Mater and Missa Brevis—-
by the contemporary English com-
poser Lennox Berkeley.

2 lb. boneless shin beef {cubed)
1 oxtail
Wash well and dry.
V 2 cup flour
1 tbsp. paprika
1 tbsp. salt
Pepper
14 tsp. basil
V 2 crushed bay leaf
Mix all ingredients in a paper

bag. Add meat and shake well.
Heat beef dripping or oil in dutch
oven and add meat. When well
browned add:

2 cloves garlic
Vz tsp. celery salt
2 tbsp. chopped parsley
Brown onions slightly then add

2V2 to 3 cups of beef consomme.
