THE SEARCH for talented musi-
cians continues, and for the next
seven weeks it is concentrated on
the western provinces.

Talent Festival commences its
fifth year with the venerable Sir
Ernest MacMillan, 70, once more
conducting the orchestras that
accompany the performers and
serving at the head of the corps
of adjudicators.

First program of the series will
be heard Tuesday, October 29 at
9:30 p.m., with William Egnatoff,
flute, of Saskatoon, Colleen Kauf-
mann, soprano, of Lethbridge and
David Watson, French horn, of
Dauphin, Man., competing in a
program recorded in Winnipeg.

Two other programs will be
heard from Winnipeg, on Decem-
ber 3 and 10. Edmonton will be
the scene of the November 5 pro-
gram, and Calgary will be the
locale of the November 26 broad-
cast, marking what is likely the
first time that a national network
music broadcast has emanated
from that city.

WELL-KNOWN Canadian ’cellist Peggie Sampson introduces tins week
for the first time on radio a basso viola da gamba, made for her by
Kessler, Swiss craftsman famed as a builder of stringed instruments
modelled after those in use during
and prior to Elizabethan times.

Miss Sampson describes the in-
strument as being “beautifully
crafted with purfling (ebony inlay)
around the edges of the top and
bottom bellies. It is seven-stringed,
tuned in the fourths and thirds and
played without a vibrato. Porta-
mente or glissandi are impossible
on the instrument due to the fretted
finger-board.

“The gamba bow is much lighter
in weight than a ’cello bow, with
a resultant sound that is relaxed
without sounding wiry. The three
upper strings are gut, and the four
lower strings, copper-wound gut.”

Peggie Sampson is joined by To-
ronto (formerly Winnipeg) harpsi-
chordist Douglas Bodle in a pro-
gram of works by Handel and

Latin America: Progress and Problems

A CBC NEWSMAGAZINE team headed by editor Bill Cunningham has just returned from a success-
ful but sometimes dangerous month in Colombia, Venezuela, Brazil and Mexico, during which they
narrowly missed death from bombs and bandits. They were preparing an hour-long “special” on
sociological and political developments on the continental territory south of the Rio Grande, which
will be seen on CBC-TV Tuesday night, October 29, pre-empting Quest on this occasion.

The team included Knowlton Nash, CBC Washington correspondent, Jean Bisson, Montreal cam-
eraman, and Ron Wegoda, sound technician. The program’s background music, Recife Lament, com-
posed by a Brazilian, is played on a guitar in a variety of styles to suit the various scenes in the film.

The program explores problems general to these four Latin countries and some that are specific
to each of them, comparing the ultimate in elegance to be found there with the poverty only a stone’s
throw away, and citing some of the incongruities observed; If you order snails in a restaurant, the
waiter promptly asks you which kind you’d prefer; but the telephones won’t work.

In the program, Cunningham has used Mexico as an example of a country which, in Latin terms,
has “made it” in the leap from medievalism to the demands of the 20th century, and is now develop-
ing a stabilizing middle class; and Colombia and Venezuela are used as examples of what the New
York Times assesses as the two most potentially dangerous trouble spots in Latin America. Cunning-
ham used Brazil as an example of the way extreme sophistication and extreme poverty can co-exist
in Latin America.

Just a few hours after the crew filmed an interview with the President of Colombia, Dr. Guillermo
Leon Valencia, and left the palace area, 14 bombs exploded there. “If we hadn’t left when we did
we’d either have been killed or gotten a darn good story,” comments Cunningham wryly.

One of the major problems facing Colombia is its bandits, who are conducting a reign of terror
with Mau-Mau tactics. Many Colombians believe this is a result of the 1947 civil war. Thousands of
Colombians have grown up knowing killing as a way of life, and this, plus their tremendous poverty
and Latin temperament, has fos-
tered the growth of bandit gangs.
Since 1947 they have killed 300,-
000—equal to the population of a
major city. Cunningham reports
that the Colombian army, on a
special service mission, is doing a
wonderful job, not only in trying
to control the banderos, but in
building schools in the rural areas
and coming to friendly terms with
the people there, many of whom
are suspicious of authority.

When Cunningham and his
crew expressed a wish to go on a
bandit hunt, the Colombian air
force flew them up to their jump-
ing-off point. Over the mountain
tops deep in bandit territory, about
10 minutes from their destination,

MoHere's farce is presented on

THE SCIENCE of medicine in the mid-17th century has been described as “nine-tenths pure grim-
ace,” so it’s no wonder that Moliere, with his keen eye for the charlatan in art, science or religion,
added doctors to his gallery of imposters. One of his sauciest comedies, Le Medicin Malgre Lui (The
Doctor in Spite of Himself), in which he pokes fun at medical quackery, will be presented on CBC-
TV‘s Festival on Wednesday night, Oct. 30. Except for Jean Gascon’s gay songs outlining the action,
the play will be performed entirely in French, the first time this has been done on the CBC-TV Eng-
lish network. The Honourable Rene Levesque, Quebec Minister of Natural Resources, will introduce
it to the English-speaking audience.

Franz Kraemer produced the 90-minute video-taped production in the Montreal studios. It was
directed by Jean Gascon, who also appears in the all-star cast drawn from the ranks of Montreal’s
famed Theatre du Nouveau Monde, which he directs. Because of its bilingual abilities this Company
is unique in the world, and is especially noted for its brilliant Moliere interpretations, enacted with
such visual dexterity that the magic of Moliere filters through easily to English-speaking audiences.

One of the Company’s most dashing actors, Guy Hoffman, who appeared in the 1956 production
of Henry V at the Stratford Festival, where Gascon directed The Comedy of Errors last summer, is
cast in the leading role of Sganarelle, a sporty character who first made his appearance on stage in
1600 and appears in many Moliere comedies. Others in the cast include Monique Leyrac, Jean Dal-
nlain, Monique Joly, Gabriel Gascon, and Jean-Louis Roux.

In this play, as in all Moliere’s work, his subject is man in society. He had no bones to pick with
society in general. As George Bernard Shaw, one of his great admirers, pointed out, Moliere’s quarrel
“is really a quarrel with God for not making men better.” Moliere expressed his highly individualistic
and satirical attitudes towards life by challenging and unmasking bigotry, imposture, and exaggeration
in every class and profession, from philosophers to dancing-masters, (Please turn to page SI)

JOHN BYNG was a pompous, fat,
lethargic, unattractive and some-
times stupid bachelor who wore a
mourning ring to keep green the
memory of a dead mistress, a man
of no particular distinction or apti-
tude, either as a person, a British
M.P. for Rochester, an Admiral, or
as the son of a famous sailor and
Admiral of the Fleet. But he
achieved immortality in a notori-
ous British scandal which culmin-
ated in “one of the most cold-
blooded and cynical acts of judicial
murder in the whole of British his-
tory

” Byng was the only British
Admiral ever executed for having
failed to do his duty when the
island of Minorca fell to the French
m 1756, during the Seven Years
War.

Unappealing as Byng may have
been personally, the poor man was
a pathetic scapegoat, sacrificed for
his enemies’ own guilt and to divert
public wrath, and one can feel only
pity for him and admire the cour-

age with which he met his tragic
death—from a marine firing squad
not two feet away from him on the
deck of H.M.S. Monarch, in a
strong north - westerly gale and
driving rain. Byng’s last request
that he be shot on the fo’c’sle rather
than the quarterdeck was refused,
but they did let him kneel on a red
velvet cushion.

Playdate :

Drama About
A Dream

TO THOSE who usually enjoy the
sound sleep of clear conscience
and good digestion, nothing can
be worse than a night of insom-
nia. Nothing, that is, except falling
into fitful sleep in that last half-
hour of early dawn. As W. S. Gil-
bert put it: “Your slumbering
teems with such horrible dreams
that you’d very much better be
waking.”

That’s what happens to Andrew
Biggs, mathematics teacher, in this
week’s Playdate presentation on
CBC Television: With My Head
Tucked Underneath My Arm. It’s
a new play by Len Peterson, and
it stars Powys Thomas as Biggs
and introduces to television a
young actor from Montreal, Richard*
Monette. Among others in the cast
are Norma Renault, James Ed-
mond, Roland Hewgill, Anna Palo-
Heimo and lan Thome. Produced
and directed by David Gardner,
the play will be seen Monday,
October 28.

It’s a fascinating and tricky play
to produce, but a very satisfying
one, for playwright Peterson has
created a work that can be appre-
ciated on many levels at one and
the same time. It can be taken as
a dramatized and stylized docu-
mentary of the life of Evariste
Galois, a French mathematician of
the early 19th century; it can point
a moral to those who insist on con-
formity, to the detriment of the
brilliant individuals among us; it
is a demanding but rewarding tour
de force for its principal actor, in
this case Powys Thomas; and it
presents challenging opportunities
for the producer, in achieving the
unreal, ever-changing mood of the
dream through which the action
takes place.

Perhaps only a mathematics
teacher or an avid student of his-

tory would ever have a nightmare
about Evariste Galois. Though his
life and achievements were so un-
usual as to be almost incredible,
Galois was a real person, bom in
1811. Almost unbelievably pre-
cocious, he became fascinated with
mathematics early in life, and, de-
spite the obstacles presented by
dull, unappreciative teachers, he
was able to develop his genius
quickly, almost intuitively. He read
heavy tomes on complicated ab-
stract mathematics as easily and
with the same relish that one might
skim through a mystery novel.

His intense interest in numbers
was later matched by a passion for
political freedom, which got him
into trouble with the government
and military. His original thinking
and research in mathematics was
so brilliant that his theories have
provided food for study for over a
century. The most stunning fact
about Galois was that he accom-
plished so much in such a short
time. He was just 20 when he was
shot to death in a senseless duel
over a woman.

In his nightmare, teacher Biggs
finds himself cast in the role of
Galois’ nemesis, appearing as a
succession of teachers, petty offi-
cials and persecutors who, jealous
of the young man’s brilliance, at-
tempt to destroy him, and eventu-
ally succeed.

summer. Last year’s instrumental
winner, pianist Irene Weiss, came
from Cardston in Southern Alberta.
Her recognition as the best of the
nation’s young instrumentalists won
her a $l,OOO award, plus many
radio and television engagements.
This fall, she will take part in the
Radio International young artists
series, meaning that her playing
will be heard in many other coun-
tries of the world through an ex-
change of programs.

The Talent Festival series is open
to residents of Canada under 30
years of age who have not ap-
peared as soloists on CBC Radio.
Each contestant receives a per-
formers’ fee for appearing on the
program, plus travel expenses. Five

anonymous adjudicators from
across Canada, people of promin-
ence in musical circles, listen to
the programs on the air or from
tape recordings, and, with Sir
Ernest MacMillan, select winners
in the instrumental and vocal
classes, each of them being
awarded $l,OOO. Runners-up re-
ceive $250.

Sir Ernest MacMillan, who re-
tired in 1957 after 25 years as
conductor of the Toronto Sym-
phony Orchestra, is one of Canada’s
most distinguished conductors.

TWO PROGRAMS dealing with
the subject of unmarried mothers
will be presented this week.

On Sunday afternoon, October 27,
CRC-TV’s Heritage offers a drama-
tized presentation of church work
for unmarried mothers, filmed in a
Presbyterian home, Armagh, out-
side Toronto.

And on Friday afternoon, Novem-
ber 1, CBC Radio’s Trans-Canada
Matinee devotes its first half-hour
to a program on unwed mothers. It
will consist of a montage of com-
ments from the girls themselves: a
16-year-old who is pregnant, a 21-
year-old who has just given up her
baby for adoption, a 24-year-old
who tried to keep her baby but
finally had to give it up, and an
18-year-old (herself illegitimate)
who is keeping her baby.

The program has been prepared
by Cynthia Kelly, who reports that
the illegitimacy rate in Canada has
remained the same for 27 years:
four per cent of recorded live
births are illegitimate, or one in
25 children born in this country
is born out of wedlock. The age
of the average unwed mother is
dropping, and over 50 per cent are
now in their teens.

W. 0. Mitchell Dramas
Back on CBG Radio
TO MANY Canadians, the little
town of Crocus, Saskatchewan, is
much more real and familiar than,
say, Meadow Lake, or Rockglen,
or Rosetown. Which is odd, be-
cause the latter towns really exist
in Saskatchewan, while Crocus
cannot be found on any map. It
was created and nurtured in the
mind of Canadian writer W. O.
(Bill) Mitchell, but so potent are
his powers of characterization that
Crocus and its inhabitants—as de-
picted in dozens of CBC Radio and
Television plays, and stories in
Macleans magazine—have become
completely believable.

Crocus isn’t the only Western
town created by Mitchell. Others
have come to life in his stories and
plays, and a couple of years ago
he created a new town in the Rocky
Mountain foothills region of Al-
berta, the area in which author
Mitchell himself has made his home
since 1951. The town came to life
for the radio series called Foothill
Fables, heard in the winter of
1961-62 on CBC Radio.

This ‘ week, a new series of
weekly plays under that title begins
on the radio network. The new
Foothill Fables, to be heard Sun-
days at 12:30 p.m., will feature
leading Canadian actors, with nar-
ration by John Scott as “Doc,” the
only continuing character in the
series.

Produced in Toronto, the plays
will have music by Moms Surdin,
who has been associated with Mit-
chell scripts since 1950, when
Jake and the Kid was introduced
on CBC Radio.

Advice to aspiring young writers
usually includes the axiom that one
should stick to people and situa-
tions one knows well, and Bill Mit-
chell has kept to that rule through
most of his successful stories and
plays. Though he wandered widely
through the world in his youth,
most of his formative years were
spent in Canada’s west, and it’s
that locale that appears time and
again in his writing.

Project '64:

The Black Ghetto
A CHURCH is bombed in Birm-
ingham, Alabama, and innocent
children die. Negroes are set upon
by dogs and blasted with high-
pressure hoses; others are shot or
beaten or hanged. It’s all part of
the struggle for equality, for inte-
gration, for treatment as human
beings, being waged by the
Negroes in the deep south of the
United States. But what of the
Negroes in the north, where “inte-
gration” of a sort was achieved
long ago? Is the Negro in the so-
called “ghetto” of New York’s Har-
lem any better off than the southern
Negro, who is trying to achieve
what his northern brother ostens-
ibly has already gained?

These are some of the questions
to be examined this week on
Project ’64, as the CBC Radio
series begins its fall-winter season
(Sundays, 5 p.m., local time, be-
ginning October 27) with an hour-
long documentary entitled Harlem
—The Black Ghetto. It is the first
of two programs prepared by
Austin Clarke, a writer from Bar-
bados, West Indies, in co-operation
with Lloyd Chester of the Project
’64 staff. Clarke lived in Harlem
while gathering the many tape-
recorded interviews heard on the
program, and points out that, being

a Negro himself, he was able to
elicit from the slum-dwellers their
honest, emotional reactions, rather
than the guarded, suspicion-filled
opinions they might have given to
a white reporter.

The resulting programs, in the
view of Lloyd Chester, are among
the most powerful he has worked
on in his five years with the Project
team, on a par with the series
entitled The God That Failed,
which won an Ohio Award when
presented two years ago.

What is life like in Harlem to-
day? ... A study in abject poverty,
degradation and misery, according
to Clarke. “The Negro’s will is
taken away,” he writes in his script.
“He is completely stripped of his
humanity. Demoralization stalks his
half-death like a mortal shadow.
And if he survives a day of drink-
ing, a day of crime, a day of weep-
ing for himself, he goes home to
rest, but that rest is a mere night-
mare of the horror of his waking
hours.”

Harlem is a jungle, says Clarke,
“where a man must use his wits to
live even if it means killing a friend
or stealing from his mother . . .

There is no escape, only death.
But before the coffin is nailed tight,
there is some time, time to stand
at a bar, look inside the crystal ball
of a whisky glass or a bottle of
beer, and see if perhaps a miracle
is lurking there to save me.”

one of the engines in their twin-
engine plane suddenly failed. But
the pilot glided the plane down
through the valleys to the airfield,
and they landed safely. “If a crash
hadn’t killed us, the banderos most
certainly would have,” says Cun-
ningham. The Colombian President
told him that there is evidence
that the banderos have recently
been supplied with Cuban weapons
and pamphlets, so there is grave
danger that the gangs will become
a political problem as well as a
sociological one.

When the CBC men were set-
ting up equipment before inter-
viewing the Venezuelan President,
Romulo Betancourt, they were
puzzled by a hum in the sound
system which they couldn’t track
down. Finally they mentioned it
to the President, at which he
smiled and reached inside his vest.
Immediately the humming stop-
ped. They learned that it had been
caused by his personal alarm sys-
tem, which he always wears. His
hands are badly scarred from put-
ting out a fire in his car when an
attempt was made on his life about
a year ago.

Betancourt, reports Cunningham,
has made some progress in lead-
ing his people with moderate
methods, but is working against
tremendous pressure from the
Communists. Cunningham feels
that because of Betancourt’s per-
sonality and character, and the
country’s oil resources, Venezuela
stands the best chance of the three
South American countries the CBC
men visited, of finding its feet in
democratic fashion. That’s why the
Communists are putting tremen-
dous pressure on trying to wrest
the balance of power, encouraging
a state of terror—people are being
mown down in the streets of
Caracas, and city travel by night
is extremely unsafe.

Another problem is the fact that
80 per cent of Venezuelans are
illegitimate. CBC Newsmagazine
did some filming at a Venezuelan
hospital where an illegitimate baby
is bom every eight minutes. At

least one spokesman told Cunning-
ham that Venezuela has developed
a resentful, bastard society that de-
mands a strong, dictatorial father-
image at its head. Most Vene-
zuelans have grown up without
knowing a father.

Brazil, particularly in the north-
east, is just beginning to realize
the importance of large - scale
agrarian, industrial and sociological
reform. The Sudne, a government
agency, is attempting many im-
provements, but there is so much
to be done, and it is so hampered
by inflation, that it will be another
decade before the effect of all the
changes is widely felt.

Economics Dull?
Not on

ECONOMICS may seem to many
to be a dull, dusty subject, fit only
for study by dull, dusty indi-
viduals.

But all of us have ideas about
economics, whether we know it or
not. People become aroused about
the cost of houses, or the price of
groceries; they’re convinced that
taxes are too high, wages too low,
expense accounts too large, public
transportation too slow, parking too
scarce, commercials too plentiful.

And when they talk about all
those things, people are really talk-
ing about economics. Dull? Dusty?
Hardly.

Beginning this week on CBC
Badio is a new series of weekly
documentary programs about eco-
nomics. The half-hour broadcasts,
entitled Index, will be heard Fri-
day nights at 9:00 p.m., and each
program will originate in a dif-
ferent region of the country.

A single topic will be dealt with
in each program, and, although
specific subjects for the first few
broadcasts are yet to be chosen,
they are expected to deal with
such topics as the pros and cons of
international unions, high rates of
interest of mortgages, new direc-
tions in personnel policies and other
subjects related to the business and
labour scene.

grocers and priests, from hypo-
chondriacs to snobs and devotees.

Le Medicin Malgre Lui, perhaps
the best of his farces, maltreats the
medical profession, but in a good-
natured way. The play bursts with
energy, invention, and a delightful
lightness of fancy and fitness of
expression. In the Festival produc-
tion the bright ditties sung in Eng-
lish by Jean Gascon add greatly to
•se high spirits and comedy of the
show.

The story tells what happens
when Sganarelle, a humble wood-
cutter, is persuaded to pose as a
great apothecary by a pair of mis-
chievous servants who have been
sent to find a doctor by their mas-
ter, whose daughter, Lucinde, was
stricken mute when the father
attempted to marry her off to a
wealthy suitor. The following is a
synopsis of the play’s three acts,
for the benefit of viewers whose
knowledge of French is a little
rusty.

Act I: Sganarelle (Guy Hoff-
man) quarrels with Martine, his
wife (Monique Leyrac), and M.
Robert (Jean Gascon) chides him
for beating her. When Martine
spurns his chivalry, Robert offers to
help Sganarelle beat her. Sganarelle
tells him to mind his own business
and Robert departs, apologizing.

Winnipeg soprano Nona Mari is solo-
ist Wednesday at 9:30 p.m. when the
Winnipeg Pops Concert moves to a
new day. She is first of a series of

guest artists to be heard in
coming weeks.

Sganarelle goes off to cut wood
and Martine acts forgiveness, but
vows revenge.

Valere (Pierre Theriault) and
Lucas (Guy L’Ecuyer) discuss
their master’s daughter, Lucinde
(Monique Joly), her love for
Leandre (Gabriel Gascon), of
whom her father, Geronte (Jean
Dalmain), disapproves, her strange
illness, and their search for a
doctor to cure her. Bent on re-
venge, Martine directs them to her
husband, who, she says, is really
a great doctor but prefers the life
of a woodcutter. Convinced by her
revelations of the “doctor’s” mirac-
ulous “cures,” the men hustle off
to find him. Sganarelle boasts to
them of his prowess as a fagot-
cutter, but when they insist that he
is really a great physician, he
quickly agrees, and assumes the
new role—with the promise of
ample payment for his services.

Act II: Geronte is overjoyed
when Lucas and Valere tell him of
the great doctor they have found
to treat his daughter, for if she
can be made to speak again, he can
marry her off to wealthy Horace.
But the household nurse, Jacque-
line Lucas’ wife (Germaine Gir-
oux), thinks doctors are quacks,
and insists that the cure for Lu-
cinde is marriage to her poor but
handsome lover, Leandre.

Sganarrelle appears, dressed as
a doctor, and madly quoting Hip-
pocrates to improve his disguise.
He mistakes Geronte for a doctor
and beats him up for denying it.
After apologies all round, Sgan-
arelle spies Jacqueline, and makes
inhibited advances to her, all in
the interests of medicine, of course.
Lucinde, is brought in, and the
“doctor” fabricates a long, jumbled
diagnosis which fools Geronte com-
pletely.

When the others have left,
Leandre asks Sganarelle’s aid in
his courtship of Lucinde, saying
her illness is only a pretext, to
evade an arranged marriage. Sgan-
arelle is outraged at first, but
agrees to help when Leandre pro-
duces money.

Act III: Disguised as a doctor,
Leandre prepares to visit Lucinde.
Sganarelle admits the truth about

himself to Leandre, and explains
how easy it is to act the part of a
doctor. Thibaut (Jean-Louis Roux)
and an English soldier (Victor
Desy) seek the doctor’s advice
about Thibaut’s wife. After money
is exchanged the “doctor” pre-
scribes a very special cheese. Then
he meets Jacqueline and persuades
her to cuckold her husband as a
punishment for his jealousy, but
the appearance of Lucas and Ger-
onte forces them to hide. Sgan-
arelle returns with Leandre, whom
he introduces to Geronte as an
apothecary. Lucinde comes in and
Sganarelle holds Geronte’s attention
with high-sounding but nonsensical
medical talk, while she visits with
Leandre.

When Geronte hears her talking
he is overwhelmed with gratitude
to Sganarelle, but when she tells
her father she’d rather go into a
convent than marry Horace, Ger-
onte implores the “doctor” to make
her mute again. Sganarelle offers to
make him deaf, instead, but is re-
fused. Then he announces that his
apothecary, Leandre, can cure
Lucinde with a special drug, and
the young lovers go off together.

Later Lucas bursts in with news
of Lucinde’s elopement. Geronte
angrily sends for a policeman.
Martine learns from Lucas that
Sganarelle is to be hanged. Sgan-
arelle pleads for a beating instead
of the death penalty, but Geronte
is adamant. In the nick of time the

elopers return. Leandre tells Ger-
onte he prefers an honourable mar-
riage. It also transpires that Lean-
dre’s uncle has died, leaving him a
fortune. Geronte blesses the mar-
riage, Sganarelle is exonerated, but
tells Martine she must be prepared
to live as a doctor’s wife, and a
doctor’s tempers are not to be
trifled with!

Civic Symphonies
Return to Radio

THE MONTREAL, TORONTO,
Winnipeg and Vancouver Sym-
phony Orchestras, which visiting
conductors rate among the best on
the continent, will be heard in
weekly hour-long radio concerts in
the Symphony Hall series begin-
ning Thursday night, October 31,
at 11 p.m. (11:05 p.m. on CBX).

In the first program, the Mon-
treal Symphony is directed by its
permanent conductor, Zubin Mehta,
also conductor of the Los Angeles
Symphony, who plans to conduct
at La Scala in May. Outstanding
soloists during the season include
violinists Christian Terras, Igor and
David Oistrakh, Henryk Szeryng,
and Zi n o Francescatti; ’cellists
Leonard Rose and Mstislav Rostro-
povich; pianists Leon Fleicher,
John Ogden, and Rudolf Serkin;
and bass Yi Kwei-Sze.

A young Nova Scotian, 80-year-
old pianist Neil van Allen, who
went overseas 11 years ago to study
in London and Paris on scholar-
ships from the Nova Scotia Talent
Trust, was recently appointed to
the staff of the famous Guildhall
School of Music and Drama in
London. He has been heard fre-
quently on BBC Radio, has ap-
peared on British television as an
authority on George Gershwin, and
has won many prizes, including the
Harriet Cohen Commonwealth
Medal in 1962, and the Silver
Medal of London’s Worshipful
Company of Musicians (1961).
In August he returned to Canada
as a featured artist at the Nova
Scotia Festival of the Arts held in
Tatamagouche, where he gave the
first performance of Sonata No. 2,
written for him by Wilfred Josephs.
