| VISITED THE BEATLES

oo« 0N THE SET:---

I was lucky enough to be invited by Mr, Shenson, the film producer, to come
and watch some scenes for the Beatlefilm being completed in a London theatre.
Of course I was thrilled and excited beyond all comprehension.

The interior of the theatire had been changed slightly, to give it the appearance
of a television studie. On hoth sides of the .
stage, large glass booths had been erected, by Elizabeth SACKS
there were several monitor sets at the front
of the stage, and the floor was a mass of tangled wires from the cameras,
suilars and other electrical equipment. The only people that were on the stage
were connected with the film, but, even so it appeared to be crowded with
technicians, electricians, continuity girls, clapper boys, make-up men, stand-ins,
hairdressers and the like, not to mention the producer and director! One would
never have guessed thal the Beatles were in the building from the air of relax-
ation and friendliness which pervaded the theatre. I, however, felt at a point
of near-hysteria, and I struggled to control my nerves with a very “put-on™ smile!

“All of suddy™, I noticed Paul, standing in the aisle, giggling quietly to him-
self. [ hastily put my hand over my mouth to stifle a scream and I fairly
rogeled al the sight of darling PAUL! so near that I could have reached out and
touched him, He saw me, suddenly and waved cheerily, calling out “H’lo,
luv!™, As I started to sink through the ground, Mrs. Shenson called him over
to meet me. Well, what can I say? Just that he is about {wice as goodlooking
as the photos make out, and exiremely easy to get on with. To my surprse, I
found my nerves starting to calm down in his company and I was soon perfectly
relaxed. I was able to talk to Paul for several minutes, and then I went along
to the canteen to meet George and have a cup of tea.

George was in the thick of an interview with a reporier from a musical paper,
and I could net interrupt it, but when il was over I was introduced to him.
Mrs. Shenson told him that he is my fave Beatle, and he pretended to go all
shy, and hid his face in his jackel! George is a lot quieier than Paul, and he
also looks better “in the flesh™ than on paper. He is, in addition, fab, gear,
oreat, and . . . ooooooooooooooooooo!!! (CENSORED)!

After tea with George, I went back to the stalls to walch a scene being shot.
John had to lie still on the ground at the side of the stage while Lionel Blair
and his dancers went through a short routine. This took, in fact, HALF AN
HOUR to film, during which time John did not BUDGE! He lay as if in a coma

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playing cards! The true wit and idiocy of the Beatles was well portrayed in
their goonery on stage belween takes. For instance, John would bawl:
“Heeeeelllllppppp!!!™” to the accompaniment of Mr. Starr on drums while
George quietly strummed a Spanish-lype guitar solo to himself and Paul fiddled
with a camera. No-one, however, paid much atiention to the Beatles fooling
around (I expect they're all used to it) but I watched the Beatles like a hawk!

When, at last the Beatles decided {o get down to shooting the number, I was
more than ready to hear it. I heard it about five times (1) and though I am
not allowed to give any details like its title or anything, I can tell you that it’s
really great, and, if it’s nmrlhmg to go by, the film will be a SMASH!!!

T'I'I-.r d-:u, at “Beatlestudio™ was a da:,r that I shall remember forever, due to
the kindness of Mr. and Mrs. Shenson, who are really kind, helpful people, and
also to the surprlsmw sweetness and patience with which T was treated by the
Beatles, This I particularly appreciate, hecause they are always very pushed
for time, and it was really fab of them to make time like that to talk to me.

Bless you, Beatles. You're the gear.

Let Jerry Lee explain: **1'd
heard of the Beatles way back
before they hit the big-time—
heard about them from friends
who'd played Germany, Repors
were great,  And [ felt real
flattered when they mentioned
me to those friends, or even tokd
reporters about how they'd liked
my original work.

*1 just coukin't change my
stwle, Even when it went out aof
popularity, 1 had 10 keep on
with the hard-hitting stuif . . | for
that was the sort of music 1 Felt
nsicle, It was the kind of music
that let me express the ‘me’
inside—the Jerey Leg trving to
get out.

“Mow the Beatles have com-
plered the circle, Theyve gol
a huge following both sides of
the Atlantic and have done more
than anybody to get my sort of
mussic back in the charis, 1 can't
remember being happier at sany
time in my career.  All that time
out there i the music wilderness
.. owell, 1 guess that came along
just 1o test me out,  To see if
I had any kind of spirit 1o kecp
fighting for my sort of music."”

T.V. Show

Originally  Jerry Loz was

mooted for that great Beatles® TV

speciacular which wenl out on
May 6. He couldn™ make the
date, as it happens, but it would
have been really something 1o
see Paul, George, John and Ringo
operating in front of millions
with their obd-tirse idol.

Siidl Jerry Loe: What fascinated
me wis the wiy those boys kept
on a—fiphting and put wp with all
ihe disillusionments of trying (o
ged on in show business,  They
didn't change their style.  They
Just kept on playving THEIR s
of music all the time. Eventually,
ithe breaks came tumbling their
way.

Nearly Finished

OW ! WHATTA FILM ! The film-
Wing is over at last, The Beatles
can relax—and it's all up to the
blokes in the cutting-room who hqw.re
to decide just which Beatle-antics
will remain in the finished, world-
wanted, production A Hard Day's
Night™. :
It's clear that The Beatles have stamped
their own personalities right through the
movie. There WAS an original script, by
Alun Owen. But the boys fed in s0 much
ad-libbed stuff—gags which had the
studio technicians falling about with
laughter—that the whole structure of the
story has changed.

Little bits put in; little bits taken out.
Snatches of dialogue created on the spot,
And a load of Beatle-situations that could
end up putting the Marx Brothers to
shame !

Let's take up the hilarious story of the
film—take it up from where we left the

hoys, suspended in mid-story—in  last
month's Beatle Book.
Chaotic Day

the boys

WlTHIN a few days,
were completely at home at
Twickenham Studios. One Thursday
was a chaotic day. Up at the crack of
dawn, into the Bill-chauffered limou-
sina, on to the set—and a couple of
hours just walking up and down the
corridors! My feet are killing me,””
moaned George, putting on a greatly
exaggerated limp.

And then a mad dash to the Dorchester

Hotel, where the Beatles weore to be pre-
sented with their awards as outstanding

Britain. Quippad John: “Thanks for the
Purple Hearts.™ (George said: "We're
grateful for being given four separate
awards . . . normally we have to cut them
into four quarters.”

Back, poste-haste, to the studio, Still
marching up and down the corridors, with
Marman Rossingtan (who plays the part of
Meil Aspinall in the film). Ringo wasn't
wanted. The story had him off in a huff
because he'd been upset by Paul's grand-
father (Wilfrid Brambell) in a canteen
sequence,

But if Ringo had a rest, it wasn't
for long. The boys had a late evening date
atthe B.B.C. to record a " Top Of The Pops”
programme,

That Title

ND in between the boys managed
to get a title for the film. Sug-
gastions from the various producers
included: “Moving On’", “Travelling
On' ...even "Let's Go''. But the
boys wanted something really dif-
ferent. They rejected ""Beatlemania’™.
Ringo hit on “A Hard Day's Night".
Earlier, he'd been asked if he'd had a
haircut and said: "No—it's the SAME
DIFFEREMNCE”. He often comes out with
strangely-worded quotes. And after a long
day’'s work, as the hands on the clock
reached into the early hours, he said
casually : "Boy, this has been a hard day's
night™.

It clicked naturally into place. Ringo
didn’t realise what he'd said at first . . | but
vou should have seen his grin of triumph
when everybody accepted that it was the
best title they could have for the movie.

There's a scene where the boys NEARLY






became dancing Beatles. The set was
lavish, the music “divine” . .. and dance-
expert Lionel Blair was there to lead the
routines. It was planned that Ringo—who
is the Fred Astaire of the boys—would lead
the way. But when John, George and Paul
tried to get their legs moving in the right
rhythm and the correct tempo it was dis-
covered that each apparently had two left
legs!

It was funny. It was pandemonium.
But it's most unlikely that this sequence
will be in the finished production! | mean,
there ARE limits . . . even in a Beatle film.

There was a television studio scene.
The boys fitted in the new song “If | Fell”
—but played and sang as if they were
merely rehearsing. They strolled in and
set up their equipment. Ringo garnered
some more laughs by loudly insisting that
nobody should touch his drum kit
Anather good ad-lib scane.

The Songs

OW let's hear about the song-

content of the film. AIll written
by John and Paul, the titles are: "A
Hard Day's Night” (which’ll go over
the movie credits), “If | Fell”, "I'm
Happy Just To Dance With You',
“Tell Me Why'", “And | Love Her”,
*| Should Have Known Better”—and
there are snatches of "She Loves
You" and ""Can't Buy Me Love™.

George has the salo vocal on “Just To
Dance With You" but the others are usual
group sounds and scenes,

Says John: "There were times when we
honestly thought we'd never get the time
to write all the material. But we managed
to get a couple finished while we were in
Paris, during our stay at the Olympia. And
three more were completed in America,
while we wera soaking up the sun on
Miami Beach.”

In came Paul to say : “The anly real panic

was over the title number. For a long time,
there wasn'ta title at all. Sothathadtobea
bit of a rush job .. ."”

And all the boys agreed on one thing.
They HATE those films where the songs
hecome part of the story. They spend a lot
of time “taking the mickey” out of the usual
run of musicals, “These are just songs,”
they say. “They've been worked into the
“action’ in as natural a way as possible,
You don't see us suddenly whipping out
instruments in a plush restaurant as a
40-piece orchestra creates heavenly sounds
from nowhere .. ."”

Film L.P.

HERE'LL definitely be an L.P. fea-

turing all the songs from the
movia. It is hoped to have it ready for
immediate sale after the movie is
premiered at the London Pavilion—a
Royal Premiere—on July 6. Incident-
ally, George has had another stab at
composing and his song will
probably be on the album, though it
is not in the film.

The boys even had to work on two
Sundays. First one was just filming them
getting out of a car at Marylebone Station
{it's supposed to be Liverpool, really) and
rushing on to a train. The fans got to know
about it ... s0 that the Beatles really did
have to rush, followed by hundreds. Look
closely in one scene and you can pick out
Paul wearing a beard and moustache as
part of his disguise. Nobedy recognised
him but John, George and Ringo had a
rough time.

During one Sunday, the boys “dis-
covered” one of those little kiosks where
you can get your photograph taken auto-
matically for a couple of shillings. That
was a riot . . . as they shoved, jostled and
competed with each other in pulling the
most way-out facial exprassions.

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Funniest Beatle

DINGO had guite a lot of shooting

all to himself. And the signs are
that he'll be hailed as the funniest
Beatle when the film is released.
Said producer Walter Shenson:
“They're all good and wvery funny.
But Ringo has surprised everybody
by the confident way he copes with
the cameras and the quick-witted
way he dreams up a new approach to
any incident.”’

" Just call me Marmman Wisdom™ quipped
Ringo, after unintentionally falling owver
during a scene down on the banks of the
Thamas.

Ringo's the one who carmes a camera
everywhere throughout the film,  Show
him an empty milk-bottle and he'll take a
snap of it. And he’s at his funniast on that
Thames-side spell.

First, he sets up his camera on a tripod
in the water. Then he threads some string
and ratires on a dry spot on the bank and
prepares to take his own picture by remote
control. He tugs...and the camera
splashes and sploshes into the water.
Watch that look on Ringo's troubled face !

There was a stack of ad-libbing. Two
blokes in a canoe wera paddling uncon-
cernedly by. Mothing to do with the film,
But Ringo has a scene where he kicks out
at a big lump of brick and it smashes into
the water, Quite by chance, the cance
suddenly overturned and the two
occupants had 1o hang on as they paddled
furiously for the river-bank,

Mow this looked as if Ringo had actually
scuttled the canpe. So that'll be in as a
bonus laugh sequence,

They laid on a crowd of children as
“pxtras” for this sequence . .. but unpaid
fans turned up, too, when ward gat raund
that Ringo Beatle was in the area. One of
the "extras” was that bespectacled young-
ster who plays the fast-shooting “Milky
Bar Kid” in a telly-commercial.

George Does a
Commercial

LL the Beatles have their momeants
on their own. George, for in-

stance, strolls into a television studio
and is mistaken by a girl receptionist
for a man deing a commercial for a
new style of shirt. George strings
her along . . . and goes into a routine
of saying ""These shirts are rubbish—
I wouldn't advertise them for any
amount of money.” The girl gets
more and more depressed,

And John was the central figure in one
fantastic sequence. There are so many
funny scenes but “the day John Lennon
took a bubble bath™ stands aut, A bubhle
bath? Well, let’s take a closer look . . .

The bathroom of a luxury hotel in
London, All tiles, marble fittings . . and the
bath itself almost covered in a mauntain of
foam and bubbles. Slowly, something
looking like a periscope pokes through the
gossamy haze, It's actually the shower-

bath pipe.

Then we see John Lennon. He's
wearing  three  naval-type caps—three,
ratice |

John jabbers at the "periscope” in a sort
of guttural German, complete with furicus
facial expressions, And he is playing with
toy submarines, lining them up in battle
pasitions in the foamy waves., While John
“plays on”, Gearge Harrisan appears with
"Shake”, another road manager—played
by John Junkin.

They ga into a routing with one of those
ald-fashioned razors . . . the open variety.
And give each other a lesson an how to use
the dangerous-lacking implement. Mean-
while, John zings a lusty chorus of "Rule
Britanria”—I deliberately didn't include
this in the list of songs from the film !

The comedy runs an, wildly and madly,
Jahn sinks one of his toy ships. Morman
Rossington leaps back into the bathroom
and reminds John that there's a car wailing
outside to take the bovs to the studios,
John s=alutes and wvanishes completely
again under the mound of bubbles.







But there's more yet. Norm returns,
gven more perturbed at the boys' lateness
And pulls the plug out of the bath. Only
to find, as the last bubbles disperse, that
John just ain't there! A riot, this scene.

Chasing The Beatles

M, next, to some scenas involving

a “"‘mock” police station in Claren-
don Road, Notting Hill Gate. Talk
about chaos! The fans soon turned
up in force and it ended with more
people being there to control the
crowds than were actually involved
in the “'shooting”.

And to add to the confusion, lots of
people there didn't know who were the
real policemen and who were the actors.
Big chase scenes had the Beatles gasping
for breath. “VWe've dane so much run-
ning around in this film, we're probably
fitter than Gordan Pirie,” said Paul.

The police chase the boys, the fans chase
the police, then the police chase the fans,
with the boys chasing the police ! And the
crowd of real-life fans standing on the side-
lines cheering themselvas silly . . . despite
pleas of “guiet” from the assistant directors,

Let director Dick Lester, the American
with a flair for Goon-type comedy, talk a
little here about the fans. ..

“What baffles me is how they know so
pramptly exactly where the Beatles are
likely to appear. We tried hard to keep
actual lecations a secret between just the
people most concerned . . . but it always
leaks aut. In the early days, when the
shooting was on a train between London
and Minehead, we'd pick out the most
unlikely place on the route to stop for a
meal. And, sure enough, the fans would
be there.

“Sometimes, of caursea, it gets a little bt
too much. After all, it is an expensive
business making a film. You waste a few
minutes—and up goes tha hill! But | do
have a sneaking regard for all of them,

because aof the cnmusiasn“u,_ the extremae
dedication, they show for thair favourites.”

More Secrets to Come

THGUGH | watched a great deal of

the filming, there were some
things going on that | found everyone
vary secretive about. Which means
even more surprises when the movie
goes out on general release!

Said Norman Rossingtan; "I've been in
a lot of films—and in big television plays.
But working with the Beatles is something
quite different. I'm a pop fan and know a
lat of the stars. But I've never befare met a
bunch of characters who are so obviously
interested in everything going on araund
them. Always a smile for the lowlier
characters on the film set. Alwavs a quick
gag if there was any hold-up. But now,
of course, the finished product is, well . .
aut af their hands.”

It's only right that something special
was laid on to mark the end of the filming.
It was a Friday afternoon. The film
company decided “Let’s have a party™.
And everybody trooped across to a public-
house near the Twickenham Studios—a
pub where Ringo had a wvery funny
sequence all to himself in the early part of
the shaoting schedule.

Everybody toasted everybody else. There
was a stack of grub, And oneg particularly
jovial character was Murray the K—the
Amercan disc-jockey who did so much to
help the Beatles dominate the Stateside
scene when they were over there.

Yes, it's been one of the most riotous
films-in-the-making in the history of the
British cinema. And if Ringo comes out of
it all as a very funny character ... Well,
they all show up as natural entertainegrs.

When it gets out on the circuits, please
take my advice | Get early in the queues!
Because just about everybody in the
Beatle-conscigus world will want ta sce it
