The author of this Billy Fury book, Philip Buckle, 

 

has done what some people would describe as a 

 

"grand job." In many respects he has. The informa-
tion is all-embracing and the writing is in the right 

 

style for the Fury fans of today. One or two points 

 

that I disliked. One was the reproduction of some of 

 

the photographs, also the fact that many of them 

 

were out of date, and the other is that (as in the other 

 

book reviewed) there aren't enough quotes from Billy. 

 

However, they (the Fury fans), are certain to be 

 

delighted with this publication, for the front cover in 

 

colour of Billy will be a keepsake for many a year. 

 

The good point about all the photographs is that they 

 

are informal, and not in the least pgsed. The text 

 

is split into five chapters. "I'm Gonna Sing," 

 

describing how Billy first met his manager and his 

 

start in show biz back in October 1958. The second 

 

chapter "Chicks, Kicks and a Job," gives rather 

 

astonishing details of the life Billy lived in Liverpool. 

 

Chapter three, "The Birth Of Billy" really swings, 

 

and gives valuable information on Billy's composing 

 

abilities, his first stage appearance, his first discs, 

 

and how he writes so many fabulous numbers. 

 

Chapter four titled "Success But .. " leads in with 

 

the words, "The sky was now the limit," for Billy's

"MEET RICHARD CHAMBERLAIN" 

 

Another "Meet" book out on the market, this 

 

time "Meet Dr. Kildare." The front page is a 

 

colour shot of Richard Chamberlain that gives 

 

him rather the appearance of a clean-shaven rugby 

 

player, but the actual photograph itself is quite 

 

good. Written by Paul Denis, the book is very 

 

well put together. I like the "scrapbook" effect, 

 

and the way pictures are strewn throughout with 

 

Richard Chamberlain as an infant, and later as a 

 

young actor. Many of the photos are from the 

 

personal scrapbook of the Chamberlain family 

 

and "Dr. Kildare" is shown with his mother and 

 

various friends when still a teenager. 

 

The writer of the book only slips up by giving 

 

too many details in such rapid-fire sur­ssion, and 

 

this tends to become slightly monotonous. In fact, 

 

it seems as if he has covered every day in Richard 

 

Chamberlain's life! But the facts are there, and 

 

the photographs are of a high standard, many of 

 

them showing Dick in films and TV scenes that 1 

 

didn't even know he had appeared in. 

 

Unfortunately, there are no really newsworthy 

 

quotes from Kildare himself. Another not too 

 

good point was the fact that not enough was said 

 

about Richard Chamberlain's recording activities. 

 

A pity because, surely, he is now recognised as 

 

one of the most important platter stars on the 

 

scene today? On the whole, however, a good 

 

publication.

If Poet And Peasant registers as Decca 

 

prophets reckon it will, it'll give amiable 

 

Peter Jay, a classy drummer, all the 

 

justification he needs for delving back 

 

into the field of semi-classics. 

 

Not so long ago, Can Can '62 was a 

 

big old hit for the group. They even 

 

devised a Can Can dance routine for 

 

themselves on stage to go with it—not 

 

that they produced legs as shapely as the 

 

average chorus girls'. But this was freely 

 

adapted—very, VERY "freely"—from 

 

"Orpheus In The Underworld," by 

 

Offenbach. 

 

The boys looked like riding high 

 

thereafter. But, instead, they came up 

 

with Tate. Pole, a highly-plugged, 

 

highly-touted number which was written 

 

by Joe Meek. An original. A darned 

 

original original. But it didn't show up 

 

well enough in the charts. 

 

The Jaywalkers carried on wowin' 'em 

 

on stage shows but Peter was disap-
pointed that the group wasn't in the 

 

charts. 

 

Now comes Poet And Peasant— 

POP w..kty 

 

zslslu 

 

arranged, according to the label by Peter 

 

himself, but the old brass-band overture 

 

nonetheless. It's a scintillating, knock-
out arrangement with bags of drive and 

 

stacks of dynamics. It swings like mad. 

 

And it looks a dead cert to get the boys 

 

right back in the charts. 

 

Said Peter: "All else is going very well 

 

indeed. The boys are really happy that 

 

we're going to Paris on September 23 for 

 

a season at the famous Olympic Theatre, 

 

so we're spending the summer brushing 

 

our parlez-Francais bit." 

 

This theatre has seen some of the 

 

greatest names in the business. But 

 

we're belting that they have seen few 

 

groups who can even start to match 

 

Peter Jay and the Jaywalkers for sheer 

 

ingenuity of stage presence and actions. 

 

But the ironic thing for the boys is 

 

their summer season. They'll be at the 

 

Aquarium Theatre, Great Yarmouth, 

 

with Helen Shapiro, for ten weeks from 

 

June 28.

"By the way, have you heard my new 

 

group, the Innocents? They're abso-
lutely fabulous, and 1 reckon that in a 

 

few weeks' time thev'II have one of their 

 

own platters hitting the best-sellers. 

 

Do you know how they got their name? 

 

It was a real laugh, Dave. We had just 

 

lnished a radio rehearsal, and we all 

 

piled into the boys' car and cane back 

 

to my manager's office. The boys 

 

unloaded all their gear onto the pave-
ment while they were looking for 

 

something. All over the pavement were 

 

amplifiers, guitars, echo chambers, wires, 

 

drums, boxes!

In fact, I can't see how 

 

it can miss. Why? Three reasons. The 

 

female vocalist is Billie Davis. Secondly, 

 

the deck is one of the best I've ever 

 

heard, and last but not least, the disc is 

 

a great, but great follow-up to Billie's 

 

Top Ten first-time disc, Tell Him. Oops, 

 

nearly forgot to tell you. The number 

 

is called, He's The One, and this thrush 

 

belts it out with a fast and furious 

 

backing crew doing a fabulous job 

 

behind her! 

 

Billie tho' may be the first femme 

 

chanter to have a double-sided disc in 

 

the Top Five here, for the flip-side is 

 

another great waxing called simply 

 

V.LP. If you wanna know what V.LP. 

 

means you'll have to buy the platter. 

 

But both sides are good, although the 

 

"A" side is commercially a better 

 

proposition for the upper bracket of the 

 

Top Ten. Billie, still excited over her 

 

fantastic success on the big tour she 

 

has just finished, bounced into my office 

 

to see me. "Hi!" she said, "It's great to 

 

see you again, but when are you going 

 

to buy a copy of my record?"—and gave 

 

a quick grin. 

 

Billie, who is proving one of the most 

 

serious rivals to girl singers in and out 

 

of our show biz (her Tell Him appeared 

 

in many other world charts) went on, 

 

"I'm hoping to get some really good 

 

songs written for me soon, and that they 

 

will be real swingers." I asked her 

 

whether or not she was contemplating 

 

doing any of the slower ballads, the style 

 

which Brenda Lee has had so much 

 

success with in recent months. "Not 

 

straight away, Dave, although it all 

 

depends on the song. If 1 think it can be 

 

done better as a slow number I'll do it 

 

like that, but I rather prefer the faster, 

 

beatier numbers which I can really 

 

swing with." 

 

Billie, on tour for the last few weeks, 

 

has made many friends but, unlike other 

 

girl singers, although there aren't any 

 

romances in the air, told me, "If I liked 

 

a boy of course I'd go out with him. It 

 

doesn't matter to me whether he is a 

 

musician, or whether he is in or out of 

 

show biz. My career means everything 

 

to me, but I certainly wouldn't spend all 

 

my time working. It's nice to be able to 

 

meet boyfriends and have a laugh."

Being the 

 

true artiste he is, Bobby gives each song 

 

his own individual treatment and, there-
fore, the most hackneyed of them are 

 

worth hearing again. My only regret is 

 

that we couldn't hear Bobby at his best 

 

with some original material. This is 

 

better than nothing, though, and there's 

 

lots to appreciate.

Shade Of De Banana Tree and the eternal 

 

Stormy Weather are given a transfusion 

 

of his individual touch and are well 

 

worth hearing again and again. Just 

 

right for the quiet mood of a quiet 

 

evening. 

 

DEL SHANNON. "HATS OFF!"

Del's hits Hats off To Larry and Swiss 

 

Maid are included in this collection 

 

which is a power-house of the Shannon 

 

style of delivery. His recent tour here 

 

will have excited the ears of his fans to 

 

hear more of him, and this album will 

 

fill the bill very neatly. Apart from his 

 

fans, I think general consumption 

 

requires more variety of treatment over 

 

two sides of an L.P. 

 

'Bye for now.

When it does, the chances of becoming a 

 

firm favourite in the pop world are even 

 

less. For example, take Gerry and the 

 

Pacemakers, yet another of Liverpool's 

 

swingin' bands that really move.

Then 

 

suddenly thru' the Beatles' success on 

 

disc, they came from nowhere to No. 1 

 

in the best-sellers with a platter marked 

 

"Dead Hot" and a title of How Do You 

 

Do It? But in the last few weeks in show 

 

biz, various members have been mutter-

ing that their success is only due to the 

 

fact that the words and the melody are 

 

so catchy. 

 

"Wait until their next release" people 

 

hint darkly, "it'll be a miss." But will 

 

it? Why did you buy How Do You Do 

 

It? Because it was the Liverpool sound 

 

or because it was such a catchy song? 

 

Because the Pacemakers and Gerry 

 

reminded you of the Beatles? I know 

 

that the Beatles and many of the 

 

Liverpool fans are quite clear on one 

 

point— that the Pacemakers can and will 

 

make the charts simply because they 

 

have a tremendous amount of talent. 

 

But, was it or wasn't it the song?
